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1. Introduction/Background 
1.1 Savills is instructed by Persimmon Homes (East Wales) (‘Persimmon’) to submit a Statement in 

respect of Matter 2: Housing Strategy.  It asks the question: Will the brownfield-first approach, only 
carrying over greenfield allocations, deliver? 

1.2 This Matter Statement should be read in conjunction with previous responses prepared by Savills 
and Persimmon. These include: 

 Cardiff Council Local Replacement Local Development Plan - Call for Sites. Land at Bridge 
Road, Old St Mellons (Savills, August 2021); 

 Replacement Local Development Plan – Strategic Options Consultation (Savills, February 
2022); 

 Replacement Local Development Plan – Preferred Strategy and Stage 1 Candidate Site 
Assessment Consultation (Savills, October 2023); and 

 Cardiff Council Replacement Local Development Plan 2021–2036 Deposit Plan (Savills, April 
2025). 

1.3 Savills and Persimmon will answer the questions most relevant to their representations.  
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2. Strategic Questions 
Do the figures attributed to the allocations and assumed windfalls take account of 
plan requirements such as, open space, play areas, allotments, food growing space, 
SuDs, 3:1 tree replacement, energy efficiency, securing good quality and sustainable 
design? 

2.1 No Comment 

Do the figures attributed to the allocations and assumed windfalls take account of 
viability, particularly on brownfield sites which may be contaminated and plan 
requirements such as affordable housing, public transport, infrastructure, education 
in addition to those above? 

2.2 No Comment  

2.3. Should the LDP specify minimum densities? (Policy SP3(1c) & SP4(ix)). 
2.3 No Comment  

Have the requirements of Policy H8 informed the windfall estimate? 
2.4 No Comment  

Has the requirement in Policy H9 to demonstrate no overriding need to retain the 
existing use on unallocated sites informed the windfall estimate? 

2.5 No Comment  

Only two non-strategic sites are allocated and these are still large, 90 and 150 units. 
The Housing Led Regeneration Areas have allocations from 200 to 2,310 units. HBF 
and others argue allocating only large sites discriminates against SME builders. 
Further redeveloping brownfield sites presents challenges that may be beyond the 
resources of smaller firms.  

2.6 No Comment  

Does the size of the allocations and the challenge of redeveloping complicated 
brownfield sites limit the number of developers able to contribute to meeting the 
housing targets? Should consideration be given to allocating a range of smaller sites 
to provide flexibility in sources of delivery?  

2.7 Brownfield sites raise a distinct set of challenges for developers, such as contamination, high 
remediation costs, and often fragmented ownership. These issues are generally more complex than 
greenfield land and can affect viability, programme and deliverability. A brownfield only strategy 
cannot realistically deliver the housing requirement (and this is reflected in the adopted LDP which 
allocated several large strategic greenfield sites which underpin the whole LDP growth strategy). 

2.8 The RLDP should consider allocating a number of smaller greenfield sites to assist in providing 
flexibility in sources of delivery. An example is Land at Bridge Road, Old St Mellons – a site 
previously put forward at the Call for Sites Stage which is an 8.28 ha site intended for housing 
development (and will deliver about 135 homes). The site is:

a) in a sustainable location with a range of services close by (at the St Edeyrn’s Village 
development including a new school) and within Old St Mellons; 

b) has access to a range of modes of public transport; 
c) not subject to any heritage, landscape, or ecological designations, and transport information 

has recently been updated in 2026 for the site; 
d) not subject to any flood risk (and a secondary flood free emergency access will cover the 

main access which might be affecting by flood risk in the future); and 
e) will deliver affordable housing as well. 

2.9 Further information on this site is provided in Appendices 1-6 of this statement.  

2.10 The sustainability of the site is demonstrated by the designation of the St Edeyrn’s Village as a 
strategic site in the adopted LDP and the conclusions in the Inspector’s Report for the adjoining 
land.  

2.11 Given Persimmon’s experience of delivering the neighbouring St Edeyrn’s Village site and their 
knowledge of the site, the development of a high quality and policy compliant scheme is viable and 
achievable in the new plan period.    

The core recreational catchment of the Severn Estuary Special Area of Conservation 
(SAC), Special Protection Area (SPA) and Ramsar sites and Cardiff Beech Wood SAC 
are 12.6km and 6km respectively. Policy BG7 resists development which would 
result in an increase in visitor pressure. LDP paragraph 7.395 indicates the best 
approach to mitigating recreation impacts at a strategic level, likely through 
contributions to Strategic Access Management and Monitoring (SAMM) or Suitable 
Alternative Greenspace (SANG). NRW point out a number of allocations are within 
the core recreation areas, SH1.2, SH1.4, SH1.5, H1.1, H2.2 & H2.3 and it is likely many 
windfalls will be too.  

i. When will a SAMM or SANG strategy be developed?  
ii. What is the impact of the need to produce a SAMM or SANG strategy on the 

delivery of the proposed allocations within the core recreation areas in 
terms of density, timing and financial viability?  

iii. Has this been factored into the estimates of windfalls?  

2.12 No Comment  
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3. Allocations 
H2.3 – Cardiff Gate Business Park (West)  

The northern parcel is bounded on 3 sides by commercial uses. Prospective 
residents would need to drive through an employment area and the site appears 
divorced from any facilities or services. Part of the northern parcel is used as a car 
park. 

i. Is the northern parcel suitable for residential use and does the allocation 
comply with LDP Policies SP4(iv & xii) and PC1? 

ii. Would the southern parcel be accessed off St Mellons Road or Malthouse 
Avenue? If the latter, does having to drive through an employment area 
comply with the principles of good placemaking? 

3.1 The Integrated Sustainability Appraisal (ISA) (January 2025) provides an assessment of site H2.3, 
identifying the greatest constraint as distance from existing services. Notably, the site is over 3km 
from a train station, 3km from a health centre and approximately 2.1km and 2.8 km from local and 
district centres, respectively.  

3.2 Persimmon question the suitability of site H2.3. The site is within an existing business park, has no 
relationship to any existing residential areas, and access would be off the main thoroughfare through 
the business park, with poor pedestrian access. The character of the area is not suited to the 
proposed residential use. The ISA confirms that the site fails on a number of sustainability matters 
and is largely inaccessible. The site does not support the aims and objectives of the RLDP and is 
not suitable for housing. 

H2.4 – Roath Dock (North side) 

ABP own the site and has no intention to develop the site for housing. As housing 
cannot be delivered on this site should the allocation be deleted? If so should land 
be found to replace the estimated 316 units that would be lost? 

3.3 Given that the site is operational port land, Persimmon previously questioned whether there was 
any appetite from ABP to dispose of the site, particularly given that portions of it play an important 
role as a sand wharf. 

3.4 It is now evident that ABP do not plan to redevelop the site. On this basis, Persimmon says that this 
site is not deliverable and will not be is suitable for housing in the new RLDP.   

Notwithstanding the above, is Roath Dock (North side) suitable for residential 
development given the proximity of the port? (Policy MW6). 

i. Would developing this site for residential use comply with LDP Policies 
SP4(iv & xii) and PC1? Will the noise limits set out in paragraph 7.521 be 
achieved? Has any regard been given to air quality? 

ii. What regard has been given to the operating conditions of existing 
businesses and the port? Would residential use undermine the LDP’s aim of 
supporting the port and safeguarding wharves? (Policies SP9 & MW6).

3.5 The Adopted and Replacement LDP planning policy should not allocate Site H2.4 for residential 
development. It would also not make sense to safeguard housing on this site, regardless of the ABP 
intentions. 

3.6 Part of the site is allocated under Policy MW6 of the RLDP Deposit plan which identifies sand wharf 
protection areas that will be protected against development which would prejudice their ability to 
land marine dredged sand and gravel.  

3.7 Policy SP9 (Supporting the Role of Cardiff Port) seeks to ensure that Cardiff Port is protected to 
continue its primary role through the provision of traditional port specific employment activities. 
Further employment generating activities, including the provision of industrial and logistical uses, 
along with green energy generation will be supported. There will also be flexibility to allow leisure, 
residential and mixed uses within appropriate areas provided they are compatible with surrounding 
(port-related) uses. 

3.8 The Adopted LDP identifies site H2.4 as part of an Existing Employment Site with the eastern portion 
of the site which is also safeguarded as a sand wharf. In the adopted LDP there is a general 
presumption against the loss of employment uses within Existing Employment Sites and a 
requirement for residential uses introduced within Existing Employment Sites to not undermine the 
continued operation of existing operations. The deposit RLDP strengthens this with Paragraph 6.84 
stating that ‘the operation of the port and ancillary uses should take precedence’. There is also a 
specific planning policy within the adopted LDP which protects against the loss of sand wharves 
(with no criteria that would allow for their alternative use).    

3.9 Lastly, any development onsite would need to be carefully managed to avoid significant effects on 
the landscape, water quality and biodiversity of Cardiff Bay. The site could also have indirect impacts 
on the integrity of the Severn Estuary SPA/SAC/Ramsar site and is likely to require avoidance and 
mitigation measures as set out in Policy BG7. 

3.10 Overall, this site should not be allocated for residential use: it certainly does not complement the 
traditional port use and the designated sand wharf, and ABP do not intend to develop the site for 
housing.  

H2.5 - Porth Teigr and Alexandra Head 

ABP own 7ha of the site and has no intention to dispose of it for redevelopment. 
Furthermore, ABP argue the developable area is around 11ha not 27ha (Figure 8 
ABP’s deposit representation). 

i. Should the boundary of the allocation be changed to reflect this?  
ii. What would be the revised estimate of units if ABP’s land is taken out of the 

allocation/not released for housing? 
iii. What would be the revised estimate of units be if ABP is correct regarding the 

developable area being 11ha compared to 27ha? 
iv. If the site cannot deliver 2,310 units, should land be found to replace the units 

that would be lost? 
v. Land was allocated for residential development here in the 1996 and 2016 

plans but did not come forward. What evidence is there it will come forward 
now? 

vi. Would developing this site for residential use comply with LDP Policies 
SP4(iv & xii) and PC1? Will the noise limits set out in paragraph 7.521 be 
achieved? Has any regard been given to air quality?

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vii. What regard has been given to the operating conditions of existing 
businesses and the port? Would residential use undermine the LDP’s aim of 
supporting the port and safeguarding wharves? (Policies SP9 & MW6). 

3.11 Site H2.5 is under two separate ownerships (Welsh Government and ABP).  

3.12 The Porth Teigr site was allocated in the 1996 Local Plan and is allocated in the Adopted LDP. 
Outline planning permission was granted for 1,010 homes in 2008 (ref. 03/00099/C), but that 
permission has been extended to require the submission of reserved matters by 2021 (ref. 
08/01736/C). No reserved matters have been applied for on the site, and no homes have been 
delivered. On that basis, it is considered that development of this portion of the site is neither 
deliverable nor viable. If it was, the site would have been delivered in this time.   

3.13 With regard to the elements of the site that are operational ABP land, the points raised in relation to 
the allocation proposed at Roath Dock (North Site) stand. It is operational and occupied port land 
and, by virtue of the lack of either a Concept Plan or site-specific policy wording, it is not clear 
whether this is available and how the interface between new housing and the existing port operations 
will be managed.   

3.14 The Alexandra Head portion of the site and the areas between Cargo Road and the Cardiff Bay Trail 
directly adjoin operational port land. Given the lack of masterplanning included within the Deposit 
RLDP, it has not been demonstrated that new housing in this location is compatible with the 
continued operation of the port.   

3.15 It is not clear why the site boundary includes areas of Cardiff Bay itself as clearly this is not 
developable. The effect however is that the site area (which the Deposit RLDP suggests is 27ha) is 
artificially and quite significantly increased beyond what is actually developable.   

3.16 With the loss of the ABP land and undevelopable Cardiff Bay Land, the actual site area will be greatly 
reduced from the original allocation. This risks the site not being able to achieve the desired housing 
quantities. It is clear that the site cannot deliver 2,310 units, and therefore land must be found 
to replace the units that would be lost.  

H2.6 – Hadfield Road 

The site lies in a commercial area and is bounded on 3 sides by commercial uses. 

i. Would developing this site for residential use comply with LDP Policies 
SP4(iv & xii) and PC1? Will the noise limits set out in paragraph 7.521 be 
achieved? Has any regard been given to air quality? 

ii. What regard has been given to the operating conditions of existing 
businesses? 

iii. Why is this site not included in EC3.10, Penarth Road Area (includes Hadfield 
Road and Bessemer Road) Protected Employment Land and Premises? 

3.17 Site H2.6 does not benefit from a planning permission. It does benefit from a resolution to grant 
outline planning permission from July 2011 for up to 250 homes subject to the signing of a Section 
106 agreement (ref. 10/01432/DCI).   

3.18 Given that the Section 106 has not been signed (and therefore no decision issued) in the intervening 
14-year period, it is considered that the site is neither deliverable nor viable. 

3.19 Persimmon note that according to the Deposit Plan Proposals Map, part of the housing regeneration 
site falls within the ‘Penarth Road Area’ protected employment area (Ref: EC3.10) (see Figure 1). 
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As such, that part of the site would be subject to the provisions of Policy EC3, which protects sites 
for employment generating B Use Class (B1, B2, B8). As a result, there is a there is a conflict of 
policy here.  

3.20 In the absence of a masterplan for this, it is unclear how the Council intend for this cross-policy 
conundrum to be addressed. The purposes of Policy EC3.10 and H2.6 could lead to conflicts when 
considering any future development, resulting in the two policies being at cross-purposes, further 
delaying development onsite.  

3.21 The industrial character of the area is also not suited to the proposed residential use, which 
surrounds the site on three sides with industrial development. The housing development located 
immediately north of the site is somewhat physically and visually separated by a park and screening 
planting.

SH1.7 – Former Gas Works, Ferry Road  

This site was allocated for residential development in the 2016 plan but, with the 
exception of a temporary permission for 52 units which expires in 2030, has not come 
forward. What evidence is there it will come forward now? 

i Given its former use, what evidence is there the allocation of 500 units is 
deliverable and can provide 20% affordable housing, open space, allotments 
and meet the other requirements such as education contributions required by 
the LDP? 

ii Is the site in Flood Zone 3 and, if so, what are the implications for the principle 
of allocating this site and delivery? 

3.22 Site SH1.7 was previously allocated in the 2016 plan under strategic site KP2 (B) for high density 
residential accommodation. The previous allocation anticipated full delivery of the 500-unit site 
between 2017 and 2024. However, since allocation, no formal planning applications have been 
submitted and there is only a temporary permission for 52 units which expires in 2030. Whilst these 
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proposals were initially a response to the COVID-19 pandemic (using emergency planning powers), 
a 5-year extension to the scheme was approved in March 2025 to extend the lifespan until 2030. As 
the problem of homelessness in Cardiff persists, there could be a need to extend the placement of, 
and possibly even formalise, the modular development onsite for a long period of time and will 
therefore not be able to deliver the formal housing development proposed.  

H1.1 Land at areas 9-12 St Mellons 

This site was allocated for residential development in the 2016 plan but has not come 
forward. What evidence is there it will come forward now? 

i According to NRW’s Flood and Coastal Erosion Risk Map flood risk from the 
sea is low and flood risk from rivers is under review. What is the current 
situation? 

ii Part of the site lies in Hendre Road Site of Importance for Nature 
Conservation. How has the step-wise approach informed the decision to carry 
over this allocation from the 2016 plan? 

iii The allocation lies within the core recreational catchment of the Severn 
Estuary Special Area of Conservation (SAC), Special Protection Area (SPA) 
and Ramsar sites. What are the implications for the principle of developing 
this allocation for housing and, if it is deemed appropriate, its delivery? 

3.23 Policy H1B (Non-Strategic Housing Sites) allocates ‘Land at Areas 9-12 St Mellons’ as a non-
strategic housing site for 150 homes. The site is allocated for housing in the Adopted LDP and the 
site forms part of a wider allocation from the City of Cardiff Local Plan that was adopted in January 
1996. The site has been subject to a planning application for its redevelopment with no homes being 
delivered across this very extensive period of time.   

3.24 Whilst the benefits of developing these sites may be an aspiration of Cardiff Council, Persimmon’s 
view is that relying on their delivery (as the Deposit RLDP does) to meet the housing requirement is 
unsound and will result in the RLDP not delivering the housing requirement it plans for.   

3.25 On that basis, Persimmon suggests that the policy should offer support for the redevelopment of 
these sites but that they should not be relied on to meet the housing requirement.   

3.26 This is the approach that the recently adopted Bridgend County Borough Council RLDP takes for 
the Coegnant Reclamation Site and the Maesteg Washery Site. The Bridgend RLDP identifies them 
as ‘Long Term Regeneration Sites’ but does not count on them as being part of the housing land 
supply.   

3.27 The policy subtext (at Paragraph 5.3.16 of the adopted RLDP) is clear in describing this, stating that:  

‘This recognises the fact that the deliverability timescales of these sites are more difficult to 
specify, despite their high credentials in terms of sustainable development and placemaking.’   

3.28 The ISA (January 2025), also identifies a number of constraints on this site, including its location in 
a historic landscape and Archaeologically Sensitive Area. Surveys will be required at application 
stage and could result in limitations to development. 

3.29 Additionally, two thirds of the site is designated as a SINC and 5-10% is SSSI (see Figure 2). This 
will limit the developable area two approximately a third of the site as developable (notwithstanding 
the archaeologically sensitive area that covers the entire site – see figure below. The ISA states at 
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Table 8.4 that significant impacts on the SSSI, SINC and historic landscape are unlikely to be 
mitigatable.  

3.30 The Council’s reliance on a site that may face issues with deliverability at application stage is 
unsound. Therefore, this site would fail to meet the requirements of the Development Plans Manual 
(Edition 3) which requires that sites are deliverable, sustainable, and viable.

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4. Action Points / Other 
4.1 Local ecological designations may threaten the deliverability of several of the above sites. The 

following sites were identified by the Habitats Regulations Assessment (HRA) of the Deposit Plan 
as being sufficient size and proximity to the Severn Estuary SPA and Ramsar to be utilised by SPA 
birds: 

 H2.4 Roath Dock (North side),  
 H2.5 Porth Teigr and Alexandra Head,  
 H2.6 Hadfield Road  

4.2 These sites will need to provide evidence that the development will not result in adverse effects on 
the integrity of the Severn Estuary SPA / Ramsar regarding its qualifying bird species. To 
demonstrate this, a survey will be required to determine the current habitats on site and therefore 
whether the land is indeed suitable for supporting a significant population of designated bird species. 
Where habitats are suitable, non-breeding bird surveys will be required to determine if the site and 
neighbouring land constitute a significant area of supporting habitat. Appropriate avoidance and 
mitigation strategies will then be required. The planning applications will also need to be assessed 
through a project specific Habitats Regulations Assessment to ensure that the development does 
not result in adverse effects on integrity. 

4.3 While the HRA does not identify any of these sites as automatically unacceptable, it clearly 
establishes that development on these sites cannot rely on screening alone, and project-level HRA 
may be required at the planning application stage.  Impacts on the Severn Estuary 
SAC/SPA/Ramsar (and mitigation) will be key considerations. Because of this, these sites may be 
unacceptable at the planning application stage, or they will require substantial mitigation measures, 
which could impact the viability and deliverability of the housing the Plan allocates. 

4.4 Reliance on these sites risks the deliverability of key housing in Cardiff and threatens the soundness 
of the plan.  
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5. Conclusion  
Overarching issue: Will the brownfield-first approach, only carrying over 
greenfield allocations, deliver? 

5.1 We don’t think it will. There is a high level of uncertainty around the deliverability and capacity of all 
the above sites. Many of these are allocated in the adopted LDP but have not delivered, they benefit 
from unimplemented historic planning permissions, or do not appear to have been subject to an 
appropriate level of masterplanning to suggest their capacity is in any way realistic.  

5.2 The Plan has an over-reliance on previously developed land, with much of the greenfield allocations 
being existing 'rolled over' allocations from the adopted Plan. Allocating 'housing-led regeneration 
sites' brings a level of uncertainty to the delivery of the overall housing supply during the Plan period.  

5.3 Greenfield sites can be preferable in terms of deliverability and viability. Allocations on previously 
developed land often fail to yield their expected contribution over the Plan period. The housing led 
regeneration areas approach and over-reliance on brownfield sites in the Plan also risks 
undermining the overall deliverability of the housing targets. The Council requires a lower level of 
affordable housing on brownfield sites (20%) than greenfield sites (30%). The Council is 
acknowledging that brownfield sites are less viable and that greenfield sites have greater potential 
to deliver affordable housing. The housing mix should include a greater proportion of houses 
delivered on greenfield sites, which will also deliver more affordable housing. 

5.4 Many of the proposed brownfield sites are highly constrained and do not complement surrounding 
local uses, which risks noise and air quality issues on potential homes. Several of the sites are also 
not sustainably located, far from local, district and city centres, surrounded by commercial and 
employment uses. 

5.5 These sites would fail to meet the requirements of Edition 3 of the Development Plans Manual which 
requires that sites are deliverable, sustainable, and viable.  

5.6 All the greenfield sites proposed in the plan form part of the existing larger strategic allocations and 
therefore are similar in respect of their context. Given their nature these sites are also subject to 
major infrastructure improvements which inevitability impacts the financial viability of any scheme 
and often leads to significant delays in housing delivery, especially earlier on during the plan period. 
Given this picture, it is important that the plan allocates a range of sites including small to medium 
greenfield plots which can help maintain a supply of housing throughout the plan period. 

5.7 Persimmon remain committed to the development opportunities at ‘Land at Bridge Road, Old St 
Mellons’. The site represents a sustainable location alongside St Edeyrn’s Village and Persimmon 
says that its inclusion within the emerging RLDP would help promote a more sustainable pattern of 
development in line with the Council’s vision for Cardiff.

1. Introduction 

1.1. Savills is instructed by Persimmon Homes (East Wales) Ltd (Persimmon) to submit the site known as “Land 

at Bridge Road, Old St Mellons” (the site), as part of Cardiff Council’s Call for Sites to inform the 

Replacement Local Development Plan (RLDP). The extent of the site is shown in Appendix 1.  

1.2. The site has a total area of 8.28ha and is well related to existing residential development at both Bridge 

Road and Began Road to the east as well as being approximately 300m east of the Strategic Site G - East 

of Pontprennau Link Road. This scheme (known as St Edeyrn’s Village) provides a mixture of uses on a 

strategic site that is a cornerstone of the adopted LDP and is being delivered by Persimmon.   

1.3. A Block Plan has been prepared which shows the various considerations and opportunities for the site and 

illustrates how it could be developed. It shows a layout showing that deliver 135 homes, a new primary 

vehicular access from Bridge Road and emergency vehicular access from Bridge Road, together with a 

comprehensive package of green and blue infrastructure 

1.4. This statement has been prepared to sit alongside the completed Candidate Site Forms provided by Cardiff 

Council and is structured as follows: 

 Section 2 describes the site and its policy position in the adopted Local Development Plan; 

 

 Section 3 identifies the nature of development that the site could accommodate and discusses 

the Block Plan that has been prepared;  

 

 Section 4 provides additional information with regards to a series of questions in the Candidate 

Site Forms; and 

 

 Section 5 makes a series of concluding comments. 

 

1.5. Persimmon is committed to the promotion of the site and will work with Cardiff Council to demonstrate that 

the site is viable, sustainable, and deliverable. Whilst it is anticipated that additional technical and survey 

work will be provided by Persimmon to Cardiff Council as the RLDP progresses, this submission is 

accompanied by the following documentation:

2. Site Description and Characteristics    
 

2.1. This section of the statement describes the site and outlines its status in the Adopted Local Development 

Plan (“ALDP”).  

Background 

2.2. Persimmon successfully promoted Strategic Site G - East of Pontprennau Link Road (now known as St 

Edeyrn’s Village) as allocated in Cardiff Council’s adopted LDP. St Edeyrns Village is one of a series of 

strategic sites that were allocated in the adopted LDP to deliver Cardiff Council’s housing requirement. The 

strategic site benefits from outline planning permission for upto 1,020 homes, a two form entry primary 

school, village centre (comprising retail and community uses), and various green and blue infrastructure 

(ref. 13/00578/DCO). The whole site now has detailed planning permission (with reserved matters 

approved for all of the development anticipated in the outline planning permission).  

 
 

St Edeyrns Village Outline Masterplan 
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2.3. Delivery of the St Edeyrns Village is well underway with 650 homes completed, the Class A1 and A3 units 

within the village centre units completed and being actively marketed, and the principal contractor starting 

work on the Primary School in September 2021.  

2.4. As stated earlier, all phases of development at St Edeyrns Village now benefit from reserved matters 

approvals. These closely follow the principles of the masterplan with the primary school and village centre 

element of the permitted masterplan being delivered on the eastern part of the wider St Edeyrns Village, 

either side of Bridge Road. This is one of the closest parts of the St Edeyrns Village development to the 

site now being promoted by Persimmon.  

Site Description and Context 

2.5. The site covered by this Candidate Site submission has an area of 8.28ha and its’ position and extent is 

shown on the map below: 

 
 

Site Section Plan 
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2.6. The site is irregularly shaped and is made up of three fields separated from each other by hedgerows and 

low level vegetation. These fields are in use for agricultural purposes. The site includes a fourth rectangular 

field and an area of vegetation located immediately west of the northern field, but no development is 

proposed in these areas. The site slopes downwards from Began Road to the Rhymney River to the west 

and broadly downwards from the northern part of the site towards Bridge Road.  

2.7. The site is bounded to the south by Bridge Road with residential properties on its southern side. Bridge 

Road runs westwards towards St Edeyrns Village and the primary school and village centre that is being 

delivered. There is a bus gate on Bridge Road to the west of the site which prevents other vehicles from 

St Edeyrns Village going eastwards along Bridge Road towards Tyr Winch Road which runs southwards 

into Old St Mellons. The section of Bridge Road west of the bus gate is a “Quiet Way”, acting as a shared 

footway, cycleway, and bus route.  

2.8. Running along the site’s western boundary is a small unnamed stream with a large open field on its western 

side which is crossed by informal footpaths and consists of a mix of vegitation. Beyond this field are the 

Rhymney River and the St Edeyrns Village beyond.  

2.9. A single residential property along with other areas of undeveloped agricultural land is located to the north 

of the site. The M4 is approximately another 600m further to the north though is not visible from within the 

site’s boundaries.  

2.10. To the east of the site is a small undeveloped parcel of land as well as residential properties that are 

located on the western side of Began Road. The site has a small direct frontage with Began Road in its 

north-eastern corner.  
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3. Summary of the Potential Proposals 
 

3.1. At a basic level, the proposal is to:  

 Have the site allocated for housing for circa 135 homes; and 

 Have the site included within Cardiff’s settlement boundary. 

3.2. A Block Plan (ref. BP01) for the site has been prepared for the site which is included as Appendix 2 and 

repeated below. 

 
 

Block Plan (ref. BP01) 
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3.3. The Block Plan shows that the site can accommodate approximately 135 homes (shown as “A”). The mix 

of house types would be determined through the planning process (either through a full application or at 

reserved matters stage if an outline application is submitted). At this stage, it is anticipated that the site 

would accommodate a mix of two, three, four, and five bedroom homes and a mix of terrace, semi-detached 

and detached properties.  

3.4. At present, a bus gate (which prevents access by cars but permits busses) is located to the west of the site 

between the site’s western boundary and St Edeyrns Village. The effect of this is that vehicles from St 

Edeyrns Village are unable to travel eastwards along Bridge Road towards Tyr Winch Road. The Block Plan 

shows that primary vehicular access into the site is to be from a new T-junction onto Bridge Road with the 

bus gates to be relocated further to the east of their current location to a new position immediately west of 

Ruperra Close (shown as “B”).  

3.5. An emergency vehicular access is proposed to the east of the relocated bus gates (shown as “F”). This will 

ensure that emergency vehicles are also able to enter and exit the site via Tyr Winch Road into Old St 

Mellons via a route that is not subject to a risk of flooding.  

3.6. Whilst not forming part of this candidate site, Persimmon is aware that land to the east adjoining the site 

was promoted as part of the preparation of the ALDP (and subject to a refused planning application and 

dismissed appeal). The Block Plan responds to this by showing potential for vehicular and pedestrian 

linkages (shown as “C”), but does not rely on the allocation or development of this land.  

3.7. Internally, the site includes a mix of primary, secondary, and tertiary roads which provide vehicular and 

pedestrian access to individual houses. The principles for the street hierarchy have been prepared in 

accordance with the Manual for Streets. The streets connect to create a legible and permeable network with 

character and identity. The layout and arrangement of these internal road would be for consideration at 

planning application stage.  

3.8. The Block Plan shows that a locally equipped area of play is proposed to be located in the northern part of 

the site (shown as “H”) with areas of undeveloped and open land throughout the site providing further 

opportunities for active use.  

3.9. Extensive tree and buffer planting is proposed, both at the site’s entrance and with a particular focus on 

strengthening the site’s boundaries with residential properties at Began Road and on the western boundary 

of the site (separating the site from the adjoining fields). A series of trees are shown lining streets within the 

site.  

3.10. With the western and north-western parts of the site subject to a flooding constraint (see later in the 

statement and its appendices), these areas are to remain undeveloped. As signalled above, the fourth field 

and adjoining area of vegetation will be undeveloped too.  
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3.11. Due to the site’s topography (which slopes from Began Road westwards towards the River Rhymney) a 

series of SuDS attenuation features and ponds are shown. These include attenuation basins in the southern 

part of the site closest to Bridge Road and in the north-western portion of the site. A series of swales are 

shown through the development connecting to the two attenuation ponds.  

3.12. The PROW which runs along the site’s western boundary is to be retained in situ and, where it meets Began 

Road and Bridge Road, will be incorporated and accommodated with the vehicular access arrangements 

for the site.  
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4. Commentary on Candidate Site Form Questions 
 

4.1. This section of the Candidate Site Supporting Statement expands on the responses provided to a number 

of questions included in the Candidate Site Forms.  

Section 4 – Planning Status 

4.2. The current local planning policy context is formed of the Cardiff Council which was adopted in 2014 and 

covers the period up to 2021. The Proposals Map associated with the ALDP is replicated below:

4.3. The Proposals Map shows that the site is outside, but immediately adjoining to the south and east, Cardiff’s 

settlement boundary (the purple line). It is otherwise subject to no designations or allocations that could 

preclude development with the site not subject to any landscape, heritage, or ecological designations.  

4.4. A small portion to the northwest part of the site is within a Sand and Gravel Safeguarding area though, due 

to the modest size of this area and its proximity to existing and committed residential development, it is 

considered unsuitable for mineral extraction.  

4.5. The Strategic Site G - East of Pontprennau Link Road (St Edeyrn’s Village) is located to the west of the 

site (shown hatched red). As set out in Section 2 of this Statement, this was successfully promoted by 

Persimmon and is being delivered.  
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4.6. There is no meaningful planning history associated with the majority of the site albeit it should be noted 

that the land to the west of the northern field was included in the red line boundary of the Strategic Site G 

- East of Pontprennau Link Road outline planning application and shown on the masterplan as retained  

open space.  

4.7. The undeveloped parcel of land immediately to the south east of the site has been subject to a refused 

planning application (ref. 14/01434/DCO) and appeal (ref. APP/Z6815/A/14/2229933) for up to 15 homes. 

The appeal was dismissed in 2015 principally because of the recent date of adoption of the ALDP (which 

did not allocate the land. The site and proposal was otherwise found to be technically suitable (and 

sustainably located) with Paragraph 14 of the Inspector’s Report stating: 

“As stated above, I consider that the proposed development is in a sustainable location with regard 

to access to facilities by modes other than the car. The proposal would provide much needed 

affordable housing, it is not at risk of flooding and the appellant has submitted reports which show 

that any environmental/ecological impacts can be satisfactorily mitigated. In my view, the proposal 

complies with development plan and national polices in all respects other than its location outside 

the settlement boundary and in the countryside.” 

4.8. The Inspector’s Report is clear in identifying that this is a sustainable and unconstrained location for growth.  

Section 5 – Location and Accessibility 

4.9. Lime Transport has been instructed by Persimmon to prepare a Transport Technical Note in support of the 

promotion of the site. This is included as Appendix 3. The proximity of the site to services is set out in 

greater detail in the Technical Note and is summarised in the table below:

Village and currently being actively marketed.  

 

4.10. The above table shows that the site is within the acceptable walking distances from a range of facilities, 

many of which are either provided on or adjacent to the site or at the St Edeyrn’s Village site that is currently 

being delivered by Persimmon (and accessed via foot along the existing Quiet Way). 
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Section 6 – Site Characteristics and Context 

4.11. This section of the Candidate Site Form asks a series of questions with regards to whether there are any 

site characteristics that would preclude development. The sole question that warrants further commentary 

relates to whether there are any public rights of way (PROW) across the site. 

4.12. Public Right of Way “St Mellons – 21” runs along the site’s western boundary from the small section of the 

site’s frontage with Began Road down to Bridge Road just to the east of Ruperra Close where it continues 

on the southern side of Bridge Road. The route runs around the edges of the three fields and does not 

consist of a formal hard surface.  

4.13. The Block Plan prepared by Persimmon shows the retention of the PROW along the site’s western 

boundary in its current location. It is incorporated into the layout  a positive masterplanning feature, aligning 

with areas of public open space on the site’s western boundary. The PROWs are shown as being well 

related to (and not prejudicing) the proposed vehicular access points onto Bridge Road and Began Road.  

Section 7 – Accessibility and Highways Capacity  

4.14. The Transport Technical Note included at Appendix 3 provides additional information with regards to 

accessibility and highways capacity.  

4.15. The Block Plan shows that primary vehicular access into the site is to be from a new T-junction onto Bridge 

Road with the existing bus gates at Bridge Road to be relocated further to the east. The effect of this will 

be that vehicles leaving the site will only be able to go westwards along Bridge Road through St Edeyrns 

Village. Likewise, vehicles exiting Ruperra Close will only be able to turn right (and not left) onto Bridge 

Road. Built development is proposed to be offset from the vehicular access, providing an open and 

attractive gateway into the site.  

4.16. The nearest bus stop to the site is located at Church Road within St Edeyrn’s Village approximately 650m 

from the site. This bus stop is on the X59 route operated by Cardiff Bus which provides a link (on a half 

hourly basis) to Cardiff City Centre via Pentwyn, Llandeyrn, and Roath. The section of Bridge Road west 

of the bus gate is a “Quiet Way” which provides a safe pedestrian route to this bus stop.  

4.17. Bus stops at Newport Road and Burnham Avenue (whilst further from than the Church Road stop) are 

served by the 30, 49, 65A, IF, and X45, which, as well as serving various parts of Cardiff, provide links to 

Newport and Barry.  

Section 8 – Landscape and Environmental Impact 

4.18. The scope of these questions relate to “soft environmental” considerations such as ecology, landscape, 

heritage, and agricultural land. Each of these are considered in turn below: 
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Ecology 

4.19. Included at Appendix 4 is a Preliminary Ecological Assessment Report prepared by TerrAqua.  

4.20. The Report starts by considering the site’s proximity to designated sites and concludes that the site itself 

is not subject to any ecological designations and that the nearest site subject to an ecological designation 

is the River Rhymney which is some 300m from the site. A data review confirms no records on the site 

itself with records of badger, dormouse, otter, and bat within 1km of the site.  

4.21. To inform the Report, a Phase 1 Ecological Assessment was undertaken in August 2021. This Assessment 

reports that the vast majority of the site is arable with broadleaf deciduous woodland located to the south 

of the fourth field and, in small sections, adjoining Began Road and the properties along the western side 

of Began Road. A small number of trees are located throughout the site but particularly along its 

boundaries. Areas of tall herb separate the two southern fields with hedgerows separating the northern 

and middle field and running along portions of some of the boundaries of fields within the site. A 

watercourse runs along the site’s western boundary.   

4.22. This, combined with an overview of data records confirms that, likely at planning stage, there will be a 

requirement for further bat, badger, dormouse, and reptile survey work. 

4.23. The Report identifies that much of the site is of limited ecological value, reflecting that it is in active use for 

agricultural purposes and is therefore planted and mowed seasonally. The features of high ecological value 

are the hedgerows and mature trees that act to divide the various fields within the site and forms the site’s 

boundaries.  

4.24. The proposed Block Plan responds to the findings of the Preliminary Ecological Assessment Report by 

retaining the hedgerows in situ. Hedgerows around the site’s boundaries are retained and buffered whilst 

(apart from the access into the northern field), the hedgerow separating the northern and central field is 

broadly retained. Likewise, the site is to be laid out with a series of green offsets and buffers with additional 

planting along the watercourse along the site’s western boundary.  

4.25. The approach taken in the Block Plan has been to minimise biodiversity loss with the proposals resulting 

in the removal of only 135m of hedgerow. There will be various opportunities for the translocation of this 

length of hedgerow elsewhere within the site. The various forms of woodland are to be retained whilst, as 

well as the loss of arable land which is considered to be of low ecological value, only modest areas of 

scrub and tall herb will be removed.  

4.26. The Report identifies that the proposed Block Plan could deliver a biodiversity net gain by allowing for the 

creation of a 0.91ha of wildflower meadow and woodland planting in a portion of the site that is arable and 

of little biodiversity value. Further ecological measures (such as bird and bat boxes) could be incorporated 

on various trees throughout the site. 
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Heritage 

4.27. There are no listed buildings on the site and the site is not within a Conservation Area. The nearest 

Conservation Area is located in St Mellons and the nearest listed building is the farmhouse at Bridge Farm. 

Given the distance from the site to these assets and the intervening landscapes, it is considered that the 

development of the site will have no impact on designated heritage assets.  

Agricultural Land 

4.28. Agricultural Land Classification provides a method for assessing the quality of farmland to enable informed 

choices to be made about its future use within the planning system. It is the only approved system for 

grading agricultural land quality in England and Wales and is set out in the Welsh Office Agriculture 

Department 1988 guidelines and criteria for grading the quality of agricultural land (1988), and is supported 

by the Predictive ALC Maps provided on the Welsh Government’s geo-portal, Lle.  

4.29. Agricultural land in England and Wales is graded between 1 and 5, depending on the extent to which 

physical or chemical characteristics impose long-term limitations on agricultural use. Best and most 

versatile (BMV) agricultural land is defined as Grades 1, 2 and 3a Planning Policy Wales (PPW) (Edition 

11, February 2021) stating that the plan making and decision making process should seek to protect BMV. 

4.30. Whilst detailed survey work has not been undertaken for all land in Wales, Welsh Government prepares 

and maintains maps which predict the agricultural land quality, the most recent version of which was 

released in 2020, the first major update since the launching of the interactive maps in 2017. The predictive 

agricultural maps show the site to be predominantly Grade 2 with portions closer to Began Road and Bridge 

Road being “Urban” (and thus those parts are ungradable).  

4.31. The experience of Persimmon and Savills is that the predicted level of agricultural land quality is typically 

higher (and often by two grades) than the results of a site specific soil survey. Further, the indicative 

agricultural land quality is comparable to other undeveloped land on the edges of Cardiff.  

Landscape 

4.32. The site is not subject to any statutory or non-statutory landscape designations and is outside of a National 

Park, Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty, or Special Landscape Area. The site is also not within a Green 

Wedge and, due to its location south of the M4, is outside of the Green Belt – Areas of Consideration that 

are identified in Future Wales: The National Plan 2040.  

4.33. LANDMAP is a Wales wide resource (maintained by Natural Resources Wales) that identifies and 

evaluates key landscape characteristics. The site is identified as falling within two LANDMAP landscape 

areas. Landscape quality is assessed against five criteria. These are then placed on a scale of 

‘Outstanding’, ‘High’, ‘Moderate’, and ‘Low’.  
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4.34. The nature of LANDMAP means that parcels of land are rated on the basis of the above five criteria rather 

than a single measure and so accordingly it is not possible to definitively compare the landscape value of 

different parcels of land. Likewise, it is not at a “site-level” and therefore does not allow clear comparison 

between individual parcels of land.  

4.35. The evaluation of the site against the five criteria is set out in the table below: 

Landscape Quality Assessment 

Geological Landscape Moderate 

Landscape Habitats Moderate 

Visual and Sensory Moderate 

Historic Landscape Moderate 

Cultural Landscape Moderate 

 

4.36. The parcel of land is identified as being of moderate value against all of the five criteria (which confirms 

that the land is not of a value that warrants a statutory or non-statutory designation). Instead, its 

performance against these criteria is comparable to other undeveloped parcels of land on the fringes of 

Cardiff.  

4.37. The wider area that the site is located within is evidently characterised by built development. This includes 

the St Edeyrns Village scheme but also the M4 to the north and the lower density residential properties at 

Began Road and Bridge Road. The development of the site that is being promoted by Persimmon would 

therefore be seen in the context (and often against a back drop) of existing built development.  

Section 9 – Flood Risk  

4.38. A Flood Technical Note has been prepared by Think Urban to consider matters relating to flooding and 

drainage. This is included as Appendix 5. 

4.39. Natural Resources Wales (NRW) prepares and manages Development Advice Maps (DAM) which zone 

land based on its risk of flooding. Draft Development Advice Maps have been prepared by Natural 

Resources Wales which show the use of a revised categorisation system. 

4.40. In both the current and draft flood maps, the vast majority of the site is shown as being within Flood Zone 

A (in the current maps) and Flood Zone 1 (in the draft maps). Housing is considered to be a ‘Highly 

Vulnerable Use’ and the approach taken in both the current and emerging Technical Advice Note 15 is that 

the principle of housing is acceptable in this zone.  

4.41. The Block Plan shows the vehicular access being located within an area of Flood Zone C2 (in the current 

maps) and Flood zone 3 (in the draft maps). The access point is required to be in this location as the 

section of Bridge Road narrows to the east and there is a requirement for the relocation of the bus gates 

to ensure that only vehicles coming eastwards through St Edeyrn’s Village. 
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4.42. The Flood Technical Note prepared by Think Urban confirms that, whilst the principal access is within 

Flood Zone C2, further modelling work with regards to depths and velocity could demonstrate that the 

principal vehicular access could be acceptable for use during these extreme flooding conditions.  

4.43. Further, an emergency vehicular access is proposed immediately east of the proposed relocated bus 

gates. The emergency access is entirely within Flood Zone A (in the current maps) and Flood Zone 1 (in 

the draft maps) and could be operated in emergencies where extreme flooding conditions may impact the 

ability to use the main access. The Flood Technical Note prepared by Think Urban confirms the in-principle 

acceptability of this approach.  

Section 12 – Deliverability and Viability 

4.44. These questions relate to the deliverability, viability, and ownership of the site that is being promoted. 

4.45. Persimmon is the freehold owner of the site and is committed to its promotion and delivery and, as Cardiff 

Council would expect, has the funds to do so. With construction on the nearby St Edeyrn’s Village being 

underway and at an advanced stage, Persimmon is well placed to deliver the site in a timely manner and 

there are inherent and obvious advantages associated with the proximity of the sites.  

4.46. The Candidate Site Forms show the 135 homes being delivered between 2025 and 2027. This is based 

on a planning permission being submitted in early 2024 following consultation on the Deposit RLDP (and 

alongside its examination), the application being determined throughout 2024, and pre-commencement 

conditions being discharged in the first part of 2025 allowing for start on site in 2025. The delivery rates 

provided are informed by experience at St Edeyrn’s Village. 

4.47. In terms of viability and as a well-informed starting point, the site is greenfield and the abnormal costs can 

be predicted and forecast. Using Persimmon’s experience of St Edeyrn’s Village, it is clear that the delivery 

of the site (incorporating policy compliant affordable housing and anticipated Section 106 contributions) 

can be achieved. Persimmon will provide a High Level Viability Assessment at a later date during the 

promotion of the site. 
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5. Conclusion 
 

5.1. This Statement has been prepared by Savills on behalf of Persimmon Homes (East Wales) Ltd to support 

the allocation of the site known as “Land at Bridge Road, Old St Mellons”. The Statement has been 

prepared to support the Candidate Site Forms and provides further clarification with regards to a number 

of questions. 

5.2. Persimmon’s proposal is for 135 homes alongside a package of green and blue infrastructure, the retention 

of the PROW along the site’s western boundary, and a package of access arrangements including a new 

primary vehicle access and emergency vehicle access.  

5.3. The Statement (and completed Candidate Site Forms) demonstrate that: 

 The site is in a sustainable location with a range of services close by (at the St Edeyrn’s Village 

development and within Old St Mellons) and access to a range of modes of public transport. The 

sustainability of the site is demonstrated by the designation of the St Edeyrn’s Village as a strategic 

site in the adopted LDP and the conclusions in the Inspector’s Report for the adjoining land; 

 No heritage, landscape, or ecological designations cover the site; 

o With regards to landscaping, the site is considered to have a moderate value that is 

comparable to other edge of settlement sites with housing seen in the context of other built 

development; 

o Whilst there is a requirement for further ecological survey work (likely at planning 

application), this would not preclude development and any mitigation and enhancement 

could be incorporated into more detailed plans for the site; 

 Whilst western parts of the site are within Flood Zone C2 (in the current maps) and Flood Zone 3 

(in the draft maps), no highly sensitive development is proposed in these parts of the site and an 

emergency access route is included in the proposals; and 

 Given Persimmon’s experience of delivering the St Edeyrn’s Village site and their knowledge of the 

site, there is a high degree of confidence that the development of a high quality and policy compliant 

scheme is viable and achievable in the new plan period.   

5.4. Persimmon is committed to the promotion of the site and working alongside Cardiff Council to secure its 

allocation. For the reasons above (and articulated through the Candidate Site Forms), the site is considered 

to perform strongly and Persimmon would welcome the opportunity to discuss this further.

1 Introduction 

1.1 Background 

1.1.1 Lime Transport has been commissioned by Persimmon Homes to prepare a Transport 
Technical Note in support of a candidate site submission for residential development on land 
at Bridge Road, Old St Mellons, Cardiff. 

1.1.2 The site location is shown in Figure 1.1 below.

1.2 Likely development proposals 

1.2.1 Based on a likely development density of 35 dwellings per hectare of net developmental area, 
it is anticipated that the development site, of approximately 5.0 hectares, could accommodate 
up to 130 residential dwellings. 

1.2.2 The site is located approximately 600m east of the St Edeyrn’s Village, which is currently under 
construction. This site is not currently allocated in the Cardiff Local Development Plan (LDP), 
and the purpose of this report is to promote the site through the emerging LDP. 

1.3 Purpose of this report 

1.3.1 The purpose of this report is to set out the connectivity of the site in terms of accessibility by 
walking, cycling and public transport to local facility and amenities, and sets out the most 
appropriate access arrangements to serve the candidate site, highlighting any highway 
improvement works or mitigation measures that may be required to support the 
development.  

1.4 Structure of this report 

1.4.1 Following this introductory section, this report is structured as follows: 

• Section 2 considers the sustainability of the site in terms of its location and access to 
local facilities and amenities; 

• Section 3 predicts the likely travel characteristics for the candidate site, and describes 
the distribution of traffic across the highway network; 

• Section 4 considers the potential access arrangements; and, 

• Section 5 summaries the report. 
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2 Existing situation 

2.1 Site location 

2.1.1 The section of the report describes the site location, existing travel characteristics and access 
to facilities and amenities surrounding the development site. 

2.1.2 The site is bounded by: 

 Agricultural land/open land to the north; 

 Began Road and properties fronting Began Road to the east; 

 Bridge Road and properties fronting Bridge Road to the south; and, 

 Agricultural land/open land to the west. 

2.1.3 The location of the development site together with the local highway network is shown in 
Figure 2.1 below.

2.2 Travel characteristics 

2.2.1 Census data has been reviewed, to establish the travel characteristics of the existing 
population surrounding the site, including travel to work and car ownership data.

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Travel to work 

2.2.2 Travel to Work data from the 20111 Census has been used to establish the mode of travel to 
work for existing residents in the area. Lower super output areas are geographical areas built 
from contiguous output areas, which are consistent in population size. Between four to six 
output areas make up Lower Super Output Areas (LSOA), and between four to six LSOA areas 
make up Middle Super Output Areas (MSOA). 

2.2.3 Table 2.1 below sets out the travel to work data for people that live within St Mellons and the 
surrounding area. This data sets out the travel to work mode split for those that live within the 
LSOA in which the site is located, the MSOA and Cardiff as a whole. This data excludes those 
that work from home and those that are not in employment.

2.2.4 It can be seen from the table above that 82% of existing residents that live within the lower 
super output area, in which the site is located, travel to work by car (as driver), with a further 
5% travelling as a passenger. It can also be seen that 11% of residents travel to work by 
sustainable modes, including walking, cycling and public transport. 

Car ownership 

2.2.5 Table 2.2 over the page outlines the car or van availability from the 2021 Census, which has 
been used to establish local car ownership rates for existing residents. It should be noted that 
the site is split between the Cardiff 003E and Cardiff 003F LSOAs.

2.2.6 It can be seen from the table above that the average car or van availability for all dwelling 
types/tenures across the two Lower Super Output Areas (LSOAs) in which the site is located is 
1.40 cars or vans per household, which is marginally lower than the Middle Layer Super Output 
Area (MSOA) at 1.41, and higher than Cardiff as a whole (1.05). 

2.2.7 Flats across the two LSOAs tend to have a lower car ownership, at an average of 0.88 cars or 
vans per household, which is slightly higher than the MSOA at 0.86, but higher than Cardiff as 
a whole (0.60). 

2.2.8 Census data also indicates that average car or van availability for all social rented properties 
within the Lower Super Output Areas (LSOA), in which the site is located, is 0.57 cars or vans 
per household, which is almost half that for all private dwellings (1.09 cars or vans per 
dwelling). 

2.3 Connectivity 

Walking 

2.3.1 St Edeyrns Village is located approximately 600m west of the site, which offers access to 
primary schools, sport pitches, retail/community facilities, play areas and public transport 
facilities that form part of the St. Edeyrns development. 

2.3.2 The existing footway provision within the vicinity of the site include: 

• A small section of footway, approximately 50m long, at the western end of Druidstone 
Road; 

• A footway of varying width on both sides of the B4256 Tyr Winch Road (north of the 
bridge across the A48); and, 

• a footway on the western side of Tyr Winch Road, south of the bridge across the A48. 

2.3.3 There is no footway along Began Road (north of the junction with Druidstone Road). 

2.3.4 It should also be noted that, as part of the St Edeyrn’s Village development (to the west of the 
site), Bridge Road has been closed to through traffic. The road is designated as a ‘Quiet Lane’ 
that is suitable for use by pedestrians and cyclists, and provides vehicular access to a small 
number of existing properties along Bridge Road and Ruperra Close. 
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2.3.5 The Chartered Institution of Highways and Transportation (CIHT) guidelines ‘Providing for 
Journeys on Foot’ indicates that the desirable walking distance for commuting and school 
journeys is 500m, the acceptable walking distance is 1km and 2km is the preferred maximum. 

2.3.6 The CIHT guidelines indicate that the desirable walking distance for ‘Elsewhere’, including local 
amenities, is 400m, the acceptable walking distance is 800m and 1.2km is the preferred 
maximum. 

2.3.7 The walk distance to the majority of the facilities and local amenities is outlined in below, with 
the local amenities within the vicinity within walking and cycling distance of the site shown in 
Figure 2.2.

2.3.8 As part of the St Edeyrns Village, the candidate site will benefit from being within walking and 
cycling distance of a range of facilities and amenities to the west of the site, which is further 
encouraged by a designated ‘Quiet Lane’, which limits vehicle trips along Bridge Road. 

2.3.9 The location of the candidate site in relation to the St Edeyrns Village is shown in Figure 2.3 
below.

Cycling 

2.3.10 The closest cycle routes to the site are shown in Figure 2.4 below. 
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Figure 2.4 Local cycle network 

2.3.11 It can be seen from the Figure 2.3 above that there are a number of local cycle routes within 
the vicinity of the site, that are a mix of both on-road and traffic-free routes. 

2.3.12 The site is also within 2.0km (easy cycling distance) of the proposed Cycle Superhighway (CW2) 
along the B4487 Newport Road, which connects the St Mellons Business Park with Cardiff City 
Centre. A short section of the route, within Cardiff City Centre has been completed, and it is 
anticipated that the remainder of the route (which forms part of Cardiff’s integrated Network 
Map), will be completed within 15 years. 

2.3.13 In addition to the local routes, National Cycle Network (NCN) Route 88 is located 
approximately 2km south of the site. NCN Route 88 is a proposed coastal route between 
Newport, Cardiff, Bridgend and Margam Country Park. Currently only short sections of the 
route have been completed, including the section between NCN Route 4 at Dyffryn (Newport) 
and the St Mellons Business Park, where it will connect with CW2. 

2.4 Accessibility by public transport 

Bus services 

2.4.1 The existing closest bus stops to the site are located along: 

 Church Road (within St Edeyrn’s Village) - approximately 600m west from the centre of 
the site; 

 Along the Burnham Drive - approximately 1.5km south-west from the centre of the 
site; and, 

 Along the B4487 Newport Road - approximately 1.5km south-east from the centre of 
the site.

Rail services 

2.4.4 The closest railway stations are Heath High Level and Heath Low Level, located approximately 
6km west of the site. The service pattern at these stations is as follows: 

• Heath High Level: 

− Cardiff Central (every 10 minutes) 

− Barry (every 10/20 minutes) 

− Penarth (every 30 minutes) 

− Bridgend (every 60 minutes) 

− Caerphilly (every 10 minutes) 

− Bargoed (every 10/20 minutes) 

− Rhymney (every 30 minutes) 

• Heath Low Level: 

− Penarth via Cardiff Central (every 30 minutes) 

− Coryton (every 30 minutes) 

2.4.5 In addition to this, Cardiff Central Station is approximately 9km south-west of the site, and is 
accessible by bus (routes 30, 44, 57, 58), and Newport Railway Station is approximately 9km 
north-east of the site (also accessible by bus route 30). 

2.4.6 In addition, planning permission has been granted for a new Cardiff Parkway Station to the 
south of the St Mellons Business Park, as part of a major employment development. The new 
station will be situated on the South Wales Mainline, and it is planned to have a journey time 
of approximately seven minutes to both Cardiff Central and Newport Rail stations. This station 
is planned to open as a condition for the completion of a business park to the south of St 
Mellons Road. 

2.5 Local highway network 

2.5.1 A description of the local highway network within the study area is contained in Table 2.3 
below and shown in Figure 2.1 above.

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2.6 Personal injury collision data 

2.6.1 Personal injury collision data has been obtained for the period 2020 to 2024 (inclusive) for the 
area around the site. The study area, which includes key routes and junctions surrounding the 
site is shown in Figure 2.6 below.

2.6.2 It can be seen from the figure above that there have been no collisions, resulting in person 
injury, within the study area within the most recent five-year period. 
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3 Travel characteristics 

3.1 Introduction 

3.1.1 In order to assess the impact of a development of up to 130 dwellings on the existing transport 
infrastructure, it is necessary to assess the number of person trips (by mode) generated by the 
proposals. This section of the Transport Statement, therefore, outlines the methodology used 
to predict person trip generation. 

3.2 Trip generation 

3.2.1 The TRICS (v.8.26.3) trip generation database has been reviewed in order to predict the likely 
level of trips generated by the candidate site. 

3.2.2 Sites have been selected based on the following parameters: 

• Land use: Residential; Mixed private/affordable housing; 

• Survey type: Multi-modal; 

• Survey days: Monday-Friday; 

• Number of dwellings selected: 9 to 500 (units); 

• Regions selected: Edge of town, Suburban area, Neighbourhood centre; and, 

• Locations: All, excluding Central London, Northern Ireland and Republic of Ireland

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3.2.3 It can be seen from the table above that the development could generate up to 90 vehicle 
movements in the am peak, a total of 79 vehicle movements in the pm peak, and up to 677 
vehicle movements throughout the day 7am-7pm). 

3.2.4 It can also be seen from the table that driving is likely to be the preferred method of travel, 
contributing to 56% of all trips, with walking likely to be the second most popular method of 
trave (with 22% of all trips likely to be undertaken on foot). 

3.3 Working from Home 

3.3.1 It should be noted that in September 2020, the Welsh Government announced it’s long- term 
ambition to see 30% of Welsh workers working from home or near to home, including after 
the threat of Covid-19 lessens. 

3.3.2 The WG stated that working from home would provide the choice to work in a way that 
benefits productivity and work/life balance, whilst reducing road congestion, pollution and the 
private car, and potentially driving regeneration and economic activity in communities. Based 
on this, the trips (by mode), outlined in Table 3.1 above, are anticipated to reduce by 30% to 
reflect the target for people working from home.  

3.4 Assignment and distribution of development generated traffic 

3.4.1 The distribution of development generated trips has been based on the ‘Journey to Work’ 
datasets form the 2011 Census for the existing residential areas to the south of the site.  

3.4.2 The likely distribution is outlined in Table 3.2 over the page.  It should be noted that this data 
excludes those working from home and those not currently in employment.

3.4.3 It can be seen from the table above that a large proportion of those who live within the vicinity 
of the site work in Cardiff (81%).  It is also anticipated that the majority of trips to from the 
site will be via the B4562 to the south of the site, with a very small percentage travelling via 
Druidstone Road (to the east).  
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4 Access strategy 

4.1.1 As outlined above, it is anticipated that, based on an average density of 35 dwellings per 
hectare, the candidate site is capable of accommodating up to 130 dwellings. This section of 
the report outlines the proposed access strategy. 

4.1.2 An outline block plan of the candidate site is shown in Figure 4.1 below.

4.1.3 It can be seen from the figure above that the candidate site is located on the southeast corner 
of the St Edeyrns Village, and therefore, benefits from being located within very close 
proximity to a range of local facilities and amenities, employment uses and recreational 
activities. 

4.2 Access arrangements 

4.2.1 As part of the candidate site submission, it is proposed that access to the development will be 
provided from Bridge Road, through the existing St Edeyrn’s housing development (to the west 
of the site), which itself is accessed off the A423, south of J30 of the M4. 
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4.2.2 The proposed access, which is shown in Figure 4.2 below, is located immediately west of the 
junction of Bridge Road/Ruperra Close. In order to accommodate the new access, it will be 
necessary to: 

 Relocate the existing bus gate between the site access and Ruperra Close; and, 

 Amend the western kerb-line of Ruperra Close (at the junction bell-mouth). 

4.2.3 These changes are necessary to ensure that no traffic can travel westbound (along Bridge 
Road) from Ruperra Close, and the rest of Old St Mellons, and to ensure that no traffic from 
the candidate site can travel eastbound along Bridge Road towards Old St Mellons.

4.2.4 A swept-path analysis of a large refuse vehicle passing a car at the access is included in 
Appendix B. 
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Pedestrians 

4.2.5 There are a number of key pedestrian desire lines for residents of the development site, 
including St Edeyrn’s Village (approximately 1km west of the development). It is, therefore, 
proposed to connect to St Edeyrn’s Village to the west and provide access to primary schools, 
sport pitches, retail/community facilities, play areas and public transport facilities that form 
part of the St. Edeyrn’s development. 
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5 Summary and conclusions 

5.1.1 Lime Transport has been commissioned by Persimmon Homes to prepare a Transport 
Technical Note in support of a candidate site submission for residential development on land 
at Bridge Road, Old St Mellons, Cardiff. 

5.2 Likely travel characteristics 

5.2.1 It is anticipated that the candidate site could accommodate up to 130 residential dwellings, 
which could generate up to 90 vehicle movements in the morning peak period, up to 79 vehicle 
movements in the evening peak period, and up to 677 vehicle movements throughout the day 
(7am-7pm). 

5.3 Access strategy 

5.3.1 As part of the candidate site submission, it is proposed that access to the development will be 
provided from Bridge Road, through the existing St Edeyrn’s housing development (to the west 
of the site), which itself is accessed off the A423, south of J30 of the M4. 

5.3.2 It is proposed to provide connections to St Edeyrn’s Village, located to the west of the site, 
which will provide access to a range of local facilities and amenities within close proximity of 
the site.  Furthermore, the volume of vehicles using Bridge Road (to the west of the bus gate) 
is extremely low, creating a ‘Quiet Lane’ that is suitable for use by pedestrians and cyclists. 

5.4 Conclusions 

5.4.1 It is considered that due to the site’s close proximity to the proposed St Edeyrn’s Village, that 
the site is very well located, with access on foot to a range of new local amenities and public 
transport facilities. 

5.4.2 Due to the size of the development, it is considered that the vehicle trip generation, associated 
with the proposed use can be accommodated on the surrounding highway network. 

5.4.3 It is considered that the candidate site does not have an unacceptable impact on highway 
safety and can be accommodated on the local transport network and the residual cumulative 
impacts are not severe. National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) December 2024 (modified 
in February 2025) states (para. 116) that: 

‘Development should only be prevented or refused on highways grounds if there would be 
an unacceptable impact on highway safety, or the residual cumulative impacts on the 

road network would be severe.’

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1 Introduction 
 

1.1 Survey Brief 
 

TerrAqua Ecological Services Ltd was commissioned by Persimmon Homes to undertake a 

Preliminary Ecological Assessment/Extended Phase I Habitat Survey/Ecological Assessment 

of a parcel of land at Bryn Began Farm, Old St Mellons, Cardiff, Glamorgan. Approximate 

central grid reference ST22780 82527. The survey boundary was taken as that supplied by Mr 

Morgan Williams of Persimmon Homes.  

 

The survey was undertaken in August 2021 in order to understand any ecological issues that 

may be present within the site and allow for any ecological constraints to be considered during 

its submission for inclusion within the Cardiff LDP and any future use of the site.  

 

1.2 Client Details  

 

The survey was undertaken on behalf of Persimmon Homes, Persimmon House, Llantrisant 

Business Park, Rhondda Cynon Taf, CF72 8YP, following instructions to proceed by Mr 

Morgan Williams acting for Persimmon Homes. 
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2 Background 

 

2.1 Rational 

 

The survey was undertaken prior to the submission of an application for the inclusion of the 

site into the Cardiff Local Development Plan and subsequent development of the site for 

residential purposes. This Extended Phase I Survey/Preliminary Ecological Appraisal will 

ascertain the ecological value of the site and identify any further ecological survey work 

required to complete a full appraisal of its ecological value and to ensure compliance with 

current legislation.  All conclusions and recommendations made within this report are based 

solely on the information collected during the Phase I survey/Preliminary Ecological 

Assessment and associated data search results.  

 

2.2 Site Description 

 

The site is located within a rural landscape and forms part of a larger area of agricultural land, 

part of Bryn Began farm. The survey area includes three large, cultivated fields. The site has a 

westerly aspect and slopes in a westerly direction. The fields are separated by mature 

hedgerows and a small watercourse. The eastern boundary lies adjacent to residential properties 

located off Began road.  

 

2.3 National Designations 

 

The site, or any part of, is not covered by any statutory national or international conservation 

designation such as SAC, SPA or SSSI.  

 

2.4 Local Designations

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3 Methodologies 

 

The survey methodologies as used to assess the site are outlined below. These are accepted by 

both local authority and conservation bodies as the standard ecological assessment 

methodologies. 

 

The survey was undertaken within the site boundaries as supplied by Mr Morgan Williams 

acting for Persimmon Homes  

 

3.1 Survey Dates and Personnel 
 

The survey was undertaken in August 2021 by Carmen Jones MSc MCIEEM Senior Ecological 

Consultant and Dyfrig Jones BSc Senior Ecological Consultant. Both highly experienced 

ecologists with extensive experience in both ecological assessment and species-specific issues.  

 

3.2 Extended Phase I Ecological Assessment 
 

The walkover survey consists of an assessment of the habitats present and was undertaken 

following the methodology as set out in the Handbook for Phase I Habitat Survey and extended 

to cover faunal species and their habitats according to the Guidelines for Ecological 

Assessment, identified habitats were mapped using MapInfo Professional Software and target 

notes (TN) taken where appropriate for any additional features noted. The habitats mapped and 

target note locations are shown in Appendix II. 

 

In addition, as part of the extended phase I survey, a record was made of all mammals, birds, 

amphibian, reptile and invertebrate fauna for which a sighting or evidence of activity was 

observed as well as the identification of habitats present considered suitable to support both 

internationally and nationally protected species, or any species considered to be rare or of local 

significance. 

 

3.3 Data Search 

 

A desk top data search was undertaken for any records of species and/or habitats within the 

survey boundary. The data search was also extended to include a search for records within a 1 

km radius of the survey centre of species or habitats, including protected and designated sites, 

which could be affected by the proposals for the site (Appendix III). 

 

The data search included a search of records as held by the National Biodiversity Network 

online Gateway and a full data search undertaken by the South East Wales Biodiversity Record 

Centre (SEWBReC) and supplied by Aderyn Reference 0212-414 
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3.4 Survey Limitations 

 

The Phase I methodology is not intended to produce comprehensive species lists of fauna and 

flora and therefore the species lists should be considered representative but not totally 

inclusive. In particular mammal, invertebrate and bird species are likely to be under recorded 

during a single walkover survey.  

 

The Phase I Survey/Preliminary Ecological Assessment was undertaken in August when 

grassland species are generally still in flower and are easy to identify. All areas of the site were 

fully accessible. Therefore, the results of the extended Phase I survey is considered an accurate 

reflection of habitat types present within the site boundary. 

 

The Phase I Habitat Survey does not set out to identify all non-native or native invasive plant 

species such as Japanese Knotweed. These species may be recorded during the course of the 

survey; however the absence of records for such species should not be taken as a statement 

that such species are not present within the survey area. If the presence of such species is of 

primary significance for any future use of the site then further detailed vegetation surveys to 

identify and map any such plants should be undertaken.  

 

 

4 Results Extended Phase I Survey 

 

4.1 Habitats 

 

4.1.1 Arable F1- F3 
 

The site is dominated by three large, enclosed fields currently cultivated with a recently 

harvested wheat crop and subsequent replanting. All three fields are subject to the same 

agricultural management.   

 

F1 

Short monoculture sward some 5cm in height, and recently harvested. The field has a westerly 

aspect.  The crop has been densely planted and field margins are generally very narrow, in 

some instances planting occurs right to the base of the hedgerows. Where  margins do occur 

within field F1 these have a maximum width of 1m and have been colonised by species 

common to arable field margins and disturbed ground and includes some grassland species 

common in adjacent pastures. These include Yorkshire fog (Holcus lanatus), meadow 

buttercup (Ranunculus acris), broad leaved dock (Rumex obtusifolius), common cleavers 

(Galium aparine), annual meadow (Poa annua), perennial rye (Lolium perenne), common 

ragwort (Jacobaea vulgaris), greater plantain (Plantago major), germander speedwell 

(Veronica chamaedrys), common cats ear (Hypochaeris radicata), stinging nettle (Urtica 

dioica), meadow thistle (Cirsium dissectum), creeping thistle (Cirsium, arvense) redshank 

(Persicaria maculosa), pineapple mayweed (Maticaria discoidea). Red clover (Trifolium 
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pratense), common mouse ear (Cerastium fontanum), Himalayan balsam (Impatiens 

glandulifera) and low growing bramble (Rubus sp).

F2  

Large field with monoculture short sward some 10cm in height .and recently harvested. The 

field has a similar floristic community within the narrow margins with yorkshire fog, perennial 

rye, common cleavers, broadleaved dock, common ragwort, greater plantain, stinging nettle, 

creeping thistle, meadow thistle, pineapple mayweed, common mouse ear, meadow buttercup,  

common bent (Agrostis tenuis), cut leaved cranesbill (Geranium dissectum), scarlet pimpernel 

(Anagallis arvensis), red dead nettle (Lamium purpureum), daisy (Bellis perennis), greater 

willowherb (Epilobium hirsutum) and red campion (Silene dioica) also present.

F3 

Large field with monoculture short sward some 10cm in height .and recently harvested. The 

field has a similar floristic community within the narrow margins with yorkshire fog, perennial 

rye, common cleavers, broadleaved dock, common ragwort, greater plantain, stinging nettle, 

creeping thistle, meadow thistle, pineapple mayweed, common mouse ear, meadow buttercup,  

common bent (Agrostis tenuis), cut leaved cranesbill, scarlet pimpernel, red dead nettle, daisy,  

greater willowherb, and red campion (Silene dioica) also present.

4.1.2 Broadleaf Deciduous Woodland 
 
Three areas of deciduous woodland are located within the site boundary. The largest areas (W1 

and W2) are located towards the south west corner of the site 

 

W1 

This woodland block comprises a  broadleaf plantation dominated by alder (Alnus glutinosa) 

with a height of some 4-5m with a thin mixed species understorey which includes blackthorn 

(Prunus spinosa), hawthorn (Crataegus monogyna), hazel (Corylus avellana), elder (Sambucus 

nigra), field maple (Acer campestre) and oak (Quercus rober) saplings. The field and ground 

layer is dominated bey dense stands of non-native Himalayan balsam, shading out many native 

species. Where the balsam becomes less dense species such as stinging nettle, broad leaved 

dock, ivy (Hedera helix), bluebell (Hyacinthoides non-scripta), common cleavers, red 

campion, herb bennet (Geum urbanum), male fern (Dryopteris filix-mas), herb robert 

(Geranium robertianum), arum (Arum maculatum), dogs mercury (Mercurialis perennis) wood 

anemone (Anemone nemerosa) and low growing bramble occur. 

 

 
Plate 4 broadleaf plantation woodland W1 
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W2 

Narrow strip of broadleaf woodland between hedgerow H7 and woodland W1. The woodland 

is dominated by mature alder with a thin understorey of mixed species including haze, 

hawthorn and low growing bramble. The ground flora is similar to that of W1 although balsam 

is less dense within this woodland strop.

W3 

Small area of mature mixed broadleaf and non-native conifer woodland occurring just inside 

the gateway of field F1 and extending to gardens outside the survey area. Species present 

include non-native conifer, sycamore (Acer pseudoplatanus), ash (Fraxinus excelsior), elder 

and dense bramble.

4.1.3 Hedgerows 
 
A total of eleven hedgerows are located within or form part of the site boundary. 
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H1 

Hedgerow between F1 and adjacent gardens. The hedgerow is tall some 3m in height, with 

standard trees and set on hedge bank. The hedge is currently unmanaged.  

 

Dominant woody species present include sycamore, hawthorn, silver birch (Betula pendula), 

oak and willow species (Salix sp). The ground and field layers are poor due to shading by 

overhanging boughs and the effects of cultivation to within 1m of the hedge base. Species 

recorded include low bramble, ivy, stinging nettle, broad buckler fern, bracken (Pteridium 

aqualinum), red campion, herb robert, herb bennet, primrose (Primula vulgaris) and occasional 

Himalayan balsam.

H2 

Tall, lank and un-managed hedgerow reaching some 3m in height with associated bank. 

Dominant woody species include hazel, hawthorn, elder, blackthorn, holly, field maple and 

ash. Field and ground layers poor due to close planting of crop. Species recorded include nettle, 

greater willowherb, foxglove (Digitalis purpurea), bluebell, red campion, meadow buttercup, 

common ragwort, bracken (Pteridium aqualinum), lungwort (Pulmonaria officinalis), ivy, 

greater stichwort (Stellaria holostea), herb bennet, herb robert, brad leaved dock, creeping 

thistle, and Himalayan balsam.

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H3 

 

Defunct, tall and unmanaged hedgerow with associated remnant bank and ditch, separating 

field F1 and F2. Two mature horse chestnut (Aesculus hippocastanum) trees are present within 

the hedge as standards. Woody species include hazel, hawthorn, elder, holly, sycamore, and 

blackthorn. The field and ground layer is general poor due to the ploughing and planting of 

crops close to the hedge base. Species recorded include herb robert, common cleavers, hedge 

bedstraw (Galium album), nettle, broad leaved dock, common bent, Yorkshire fog, false oat 

(Arrhenatherum elatis), meadow buttercup, herb bennet, red campion, greater willowherb, 

creeping thistle, meadow thistle, hemp agrimony (Eupatorium cannabinum), rush (Juncus sp), 

and Himalayan balsam.

H4 

Tall, lanky un-managed hedgerow with associated bank. Horse chestnut trees present as 

standards within the hedge. Woody species present include elder, hazel, blackthorn, oak, and 

hawthorn. Ground and field layers poor due to close crop planting to base of hedge. Species 

present include stinging nettle, common ragwort, pineapple mayweed, ox eye,  creeping thistle, 

common cleavers, ivy, dogs mercury (Mercurialis perennis), bluebell, lesser celandine 

(Ranunculus ficaria), red campion, herb robert, bracken,  scarlet pimpernel, hedge woundwort 

(Stachys sylvatica), common vetch (Vicia sativa), tufted vetch (Vicia cracca), hedge bedstraw, 

red nettle, meadow vetchling (Lathyrus pratensis), bracken and greater willowherb. Bramble 

outgrowths extend into the base of the hedge and field.  
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Plate 10 hedgerow H4 

 

H5 

Tall, lanky and un-managed hedgerow with associated bank. The hedgerow has large areas 

where woody material is absent, but hedge bank is retained and these areas are dominated by 

tall herbs.  Woody species include hazel, blackthorn, field maple (Acer campestre), and elder. 

The hedgerow base has extensive bramble outgrowths. Ground and field layers are poor due to 

close crop planting to base of hedge. Species present include, common cleavers, ivy, dogs 

mercury (Mercurialis perennis), bluebell, lesser celandine (Ranunculus ficaria), red campion, 

herb robert, bracken, nettle, himalayan balsam, common vetch, hedge bedstraw, greater 

willowherb, common dock, creeping thistle and occasional meadowsweet (Filipendula 

ulmaria).

H6 

Tall mature and unmanaged hedgerow set on hedge bank. The hedgerow forms a boundary 

with woodland W1. Dominant woody species include elder, hazel, hawthorn, crab apple, 

blackthorn and holly with extensive stands of bramble. The ground and field layers are 

representative of the adjacent woodland and include enchanters nightshade, dogs mercury, ivy, 

herb robert, herb bennet, lesser celandine, primrose, red campion, arum and hartstongue fern.

H7 

Tall unmanaged hedgerow set on a hedge bank with a remnant ditch. The hedgerow forms a 

boundary with woodland W2. Woody species present include dense hazel, holly, hawthorn, 

elder and dog rose. Ground and field layers are typical of the adjacent woodland and include 

enchanters nightshade, dogs mercury, ivy, herb robert, herb bennet, lesser celandine, broad 

buckler fern, primrose, red campion, arum and hartstongue fern.

H8 

Tall mature and unmanaged hedgerow set on hedge bank with adjacent ditch/watercourse. A 

large section of the hedge is devoid of woody species with the hedge bank dominated by tall 

herbs, grass and bramble. Woody species present include hawthorn, hazel, blackthorn, elder, 

sycamore, and alder. Field and ground layers are variable according to presence of woody 

species or open bank and include enchanters nightshade, dogs mercury, ivy, herb robert, herb 

bennet, lesser celandine, primrose, red campion, arum, greater willowherb, creeping thistle, 

meadow thistle, hedge bindweed (Calystegia sepium), hedge parsley (Anthriscus sylvestris), 

horse tail (Equisetum sp), common dock, ox eye, with phragmites within the ditch area.

H9 

Manged roadside hedge 2m in height and set on hedge bank. Dominant woody species include 

hazel, hawthorn, ash, field maple, elm, and blackthorn. Ground and field layers are poor due to 

close planting of crop and include bramble, greater willowherb, broadleaved willowherb 

(Epilobium montanum), hedge bindweed, field bindweed, pineapple mayweed, arum, bracken, 

and occasional meadowsweet.

H10 

Tall unmanaged hedgerow with standard trees set on hedge bank. Dominant woody species 

include elder, hazel, ash, holly, hawthorn, willow, field maple and extensive bramble. Ground 

and field layers are poor due to close planting of crop and include bracken, greater willowherb, 

broad leaved willowherb, stinging nettle, common dock, arum and grass species.  
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Plate 17 hedgerow H10 

H11 

Mature hedge forming boundary with adjacent gardens. The hedgerow is a mix of native 

hedgerow species and cultivated non native species.  Native species include hawthorn, oak, 

holly, hazel and hawthorn. Non native species include cultivated privet, plum, and garden 

shrubs. The ground and field layers are poor with low growing bramble, bracken, greater 

willowherb, herb robert, herb bennet, red campion, chervil, hedge parsley, common cleavers, 

nettle, primrose, cultivated cranesbill species, and field bindweed present.

4.1.4 Watercourse 
 
A narrow watercourse forms the boundary between fields F1 and F2 and continues along 

hedgerow H8. The watercourse is located within a deep channel although water levels are low 

with a maximum depth of 5cm recorded during the survey with some areas remining dry. The 

banks of the watercourse are dominated by a mix of hedgerow species and tall herb including 

stands of greater willowherb, hemp agrimony, Himalayan balsam and nettle. Towards its 

southern end the ditch widens and becomes part of a small wetland/tall herb area . Here species 

such as hemlock water dropwort (Oenanthe crocata), flag iris (Iris pseudacorus), soft rush, 

and marsh marigold (Caltha palustris) are relatively common. Along H8 open areas are 

dominated by phragmites.

4.1.5 Tall Herb 
 

Stands of tall herb are common within the woodland blocks located towards the south western 

corner of the site and are extensive within W1. Non-native Himalayan balsam has become the 

dominant field layer within this woodland. Tall herbs are also present along lengths of all 

hedgerows and along the top of the banks dividing fields F1 and F2 and hedgerow H8. Around 

the woodland area and watercourse/ditch the tall herb community is dominated by Himalayan 

balsam, hemlock water dropwort, hemlock (Conium macultum), hemp agrimony, greater 

willowherb, hogweed, nettle, burdock (Arctium lappa), common ragwort, rough chervil 

(Chaerophyllum temulum) and alder saplings. Grater willowherb is common along all 

hedgerows. A large expanse of tall herb dominated by Himalayan balsam separates woodland 

W1 and W2.

4.1.6 Mature Trees 
 

Mature trees are a common feature within the hedgerow system. Common species include 

horse chestnut, ash and oak. A single large mature oak is located within field F2.

4.2 Data Search Results   

 

4.2.1 Protected Sites 

 

No part of the site is covered by a National or International designation for its conservation 

importance.  

 

A total of seven (7) local wildlife sites (SINCs) are located within a 1.5km radius of the site 

with nearest located some 300m west of the site boundary. 

 

4.2.2 Protected Species 
 
 A single record was found relating directly to the area within 100m the site boundary, the 

identification of a partially used badger (Meles meles) set. 

 

 Records for the fully protected hazel dormouse (Muscardinus avellanarius) were found relating 

to a number of suites within 300m of the survey a rea and with direct links to the hedgerows 

within the survey area. Dormice have been recorded within W1 and adjacent hedgerow during 

monitoring undertaken as part of the St Edeyrns Dormouse licence conditions.  

 

 Records show that a number of bat species are active within 500m of the site with common 

pipistrelle (Pipistrellus pipistrellus), soprano pipistrelle (Pipistrellus pygmaeus), noctule 

(Nyctalus noctula), daubentons (Myotis daubentonii), serotine (Eptesicus serotinus) and brown 

long eared (Plecotus auritus) all recorded within 500m of the site. No records for actual bat 

roosts were found within a 500m radius of the site. The nearest recorded bat roosts being some 

650m from the survey area. 

 

 A record was also found confirming the presence of otter (Lutra lutra) within 700m of the site 

boundary.  
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 Other WCA protected species recorded within a 1.5km radius include barn owl (Tyto alba), 

lapwing (Vanellus vanellus) and hobby (Falco subbuteo).  

 

5 Ecological Evaluation 
 

5.1 Habitats 

 

For reporting purposes, the ecological value of a habitat/site is based upon the following 

criteria: 

 

• Currently supports, or has the potential to support protected, nationally or locally scarce 

species 

• Supports a species listed in the Environment (Wales) Act 2016 as a Species of Principle 

Importance for maintaining and enhancing Biodiversity in relation to Wales (Interim 

List)  

• Is listed in the Environment (Wales) Act 2016 as a Habitat of Principle Importance for 

maintaining and enhancing Biodiversity in relation to Wales  

• Habitat has a high intrinsic value supporting a diverse range of species  

• Is a UK BAP Habitat 

• Local BAP Habitats with an ecological interest or cover a significant area of the site 

• Natural habitats located within built up and/or urban areas

5.1.1 Arable 
 

 Arable fields form the dominant habitat type across the site. The main planted areas are a 

monoculture of crops which effectively dominate and shade out any less vigorous native plant 

species. The arable crop does provide potential feeding opportunities for birds and small 

mammals such as potentially harvest mouse although the cropping regime restricts the value 

of the site to such species.  
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 Arable field margins can be ecologically valuable areas often containing plant communities 

that have disappeared or become increasingly rare as a result of agricultural intensification. As 

a result, cereal field margins are a UK Biodiversity Action Plan Habitat and are recognised as 

Habitats of Principle Importance for maintaining and enhancing Biodiversity in relation to 

Wales. Such field margins can also provide opportunities for a very wide range of invertebrate 

species, mammals such as brown hare and opportunities for ground nesting birds.  

 

The planting regime within the site boundary includes the planting of crops close to the field 

boundaries and in many sections immediately adjacent to the base of the hedgerows. As a result 

these margins are dominated by rank grasses, and common tall herbs such as willowherb, 

ragwort, bracken and occasional foxglove. No field margins containing diverse communities 

of any value remain. Occasional lengths of margin do exist where crops have failed or where 

machinery has flattened the crop but these areas have very limited value for wildlife.  

 

 As a result of the close planting, monoculture, and lack of field margins the three arable fields 

are considered to have a low ecological value at a site and local level.  

 

5.1.2 Broadleaf Woodland 

 

Broadleaf semi natural woodland is a Habitat of Principle Importance for maintaining and 

enhancing Biodiversity in relation to Wales habitat and is recognised as having significant 

value to a wide range of invertebrate and small mammal species. All trees have a value to both 

feeding and nesting birds as well as a wide range of invertebrate species and potential provide 

roosting sites for bats. No woodland within the site is included within the Ancient Woodland 

Inventory 2011.  

 

 Aerial photographs of the site indicate that historically the woodland extent was greater than 

the present and has previously extended into a large part of the site before being felled. This is 

highlighted in the fact that the fields are still shown as mixed coniferous woodland within the 

Forestry Commissions National Forest Inventory of the UK. The current woodland remaining 

within the site appear to be plantation woodlands with a mix of broadleaf trees. The extent of 

each woodland block is small and all appear to be of similar age. A small number of mature 

individual trees are present within or in close proximity to these plantation blocks.  

 

The woodlands taken as a single habitat has high ecological value and as an overall habitat can 

be considered the most ecologically valuable area of the site and is likely to support a very 

wide range of fauna and flora. Some areas of the woodland have features suitable for use by 

roosting bats although further work will be required in order to ascertain the full value of the 

woodlands, if any, to these specific protected species .  
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In addition, woodlands W1 and W2 contain dormouse boxes used to monitor the population of 

the species as a condition of the NRW licence granted to Persimmon homes relating to works 

at the St Edeyrns Village development. Monitoring has confirmed the presence of dormice 

within these woodland blocks. 

 

 In common with all broadleaf woodlands the woodlands have an intrinsically high ecological 

value at a site, local and district level.   

 

 5.1.3 Hedgerows 

 

Hedgerows are recognised as being important wildlife habitats in their own right providing 

suitable habitats for over 47 species of conservation concern within the UK. Hedgerows are 

particularly recognised as being of importance to birds, butterflies, moths, bats, dormouse and 

both amphibian and reptile species. Hedgerows also form important wildlife corridors allowing 

species to disperse and move throughout the countryside to other favourable habitats.  

 

In order to protect the hedgerow system and in acknowledgement of the importance of 

hedgerows to both wildlife and the general landscape the retention or removal of hedgerows is 

a material consideration during the planning process. 

 

Hedgerows are classed as Priority Habitats within the UK Biodiversity Action Plan. In Wales 

hedgerows are listed as a Habitat of Principle Importance for maintaining and enhancing 

Biodiversity in relation to Wales This places a duty on both government departments and local 

authorities to have regard for the conservation of hedgerow habitats.  

 

A total of eleven (11) hedgerows form the site boundaries and divide the site into three distinct 

fields. All are species rich, un-managed with standard trees a common feature of a number of 

the hedges. All hedgerows are dominated by native species affording potential feeding 

opportunities for birds, invertebrates and small mammals. The hedges also provide potential 

nest sites for a wide range of bird species.   

 

The ground flora of all the hedgerows is generally poor due to the effects of ploughing and 

close planting up to the hedgerow base of the arable crop although some narrow areas with a 

more diverse flora are present though scarce. 

 

Records were found indicating that hazel dormouse are present within the general locality and 

all the hedgerows within the site have the potential to be used by dormouse and contain species 

often favoured by the species as a food source. The presence of dormice has been confirmed 

by the ongoing monitoring of dormouse boxes set within hedgerow H5, H6 and H7 required as 

condition of the NRW lice for works undertaken by Persimmon Homes on the St Edeyrns 

Village development.  
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In common with their listing as a UK BAP Habitat and a habitat of conservation concern and 

their potential for use by dormouse (confirmed in some)  all of the hedgerows forming the site 

boundary and dividing individual fields are considered to be of a high ecological value at both 

a site, local and district level.  

 

5.1.4 Watercourse 

 

All open watercourses can be considered to be of high ecological value affording habitats for 

a very wide range of species both terrestrial and aquatic in addition to those with both aquatic 

and terrestrial life stages. The un-named watercourse forming a boundary between fields F1 

and F2 is generally shallow and often dry with a mixed substrate of silt and gravel providing a 

variety of aquatic habitats. The banks associated with some sections of the watercourse and 

ditch also provide potential nesting areas for birds such as grey wagtail (Motacilla cinerea). 

The watercourse also provides potential commuting routes for a wide range of species linking 

the site to area of countryside outside the survey boundary including bats and other small 

mammals. In common with almost all open watercourses the ecological value of the 

watercourse is considered to be high at a site level and moderate at a local level.   

 

5.1.5 Tall Herb 

 

Stands of tall herbs are common around the woodland blocks towards the south west corner of 

the site and along some disturbed margins. These areas provide excellent feeding areas for a 

wide range of invertebrates, birds and small mammals as well as providing potential nesting 

areas for birds and cover for reptiles. The floristic diversity of the stands is not high and in 

some area the stands are dominated by non-native and invasive Himalayan balsam. However 

the presence of balsam does not preclude the value of these areas for invertebrates such as bees. 

Overall, the native tall herb stands are considered to be of high ecological value within the 

context of the site and a moderate value at a local level. However, the tall herb (Himalayan 

balsam) dominated stands within W1 and adjacent areas is having a detrimental affect on native 

ground and field layers and has a negative ecological value.  

 

5.1.6 Scrub 

 

Areas of scrub occur adjacent to hedgerows and along the top of defunct hedgerow banks. 

These afford areas suitable for feeding and nesting birds and refuge areas for small mammals 

and reptiles. The extent of the scrub is relatively small and therefore the habitat is considered 

to be of low to moderate value at a site level.  
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5.2 Fauna 
5.2.1 Mammals 
 
5.2.1.1 General 

 
The arable fields, hedgerows, ditch and tall herb are all likely to support populations of 

common small mammals including wood mice (Apodemus sylvaticus), field vole (Microtus 

agrestis), bank vole (Myodes glareolus) and some shrew species (Sorex sp). The hedgerows 

also provide suitable habitats for hedgehog (Erinaceus europaeus) a UK BAP Priority species 

evidence of which was recorded during the walkover assessment. Evidence of the use of the 

site by fox (Vulpes vulpes) and mole (Talpa europaea) was also recorded during the survey.   

 

5.2.1.2 Badger 
 

No obvious activity attributable to badger was recorded during the phase I survey. A number 

of mammal runs were recorded towards the south and western side of the site leading into the 

dense tall herb and woodland areas although none were conclusively attributable to badger. 

The data search results show that badger are known to be present within the general area around 

the site and a single record was found relating to badger within the survey boundary. As a result 

further survey work will be required in order to fully ascertain the use being made of the site, 

if any, by badger.  

 

5.2.1.3 Bats 

 

No buildings are located within the site boundary suitable for use by roosting bats. The data 

search results show that a number of bat species are known to be present within 500m of the 

site. A number of mature trees are located within the hedgerow system and woodland areas 

which on initial inspection contain potential roosting features suitable for use by bats. These 

trees have yet to be formerly assessed to Bat Conservation Trust Guidelines  as to their potential 

for use by bats and further work is required to fully assess the value, if any, of the trees to bats. 

The lanky un-managed hedgerows and ditch have the potential to be used as a commuting 

and/or feeding areas for bats. Further work in the form of an activity survey along the hedgerow 

system will be required to ascertain the importance, if any, of the site to bat species.  

 

5.2.1.4 Dormouse 
 

The hedgerow system and woodland affords potential habitat for the hazel dormouse 

(Muscardinus avellanarius). Data search results show that dormouse are have been recorded 

within a 280m radius of the survey area. The hedgerow system within the site has direct 

unbroken links with sites for which these historic records apply. Hedgerows H5, H6 and H7 

and woodlands W1/W2 form part of an ongoing monitoring programme for dormice being 

undertaken by Persimmon Homes as a Condition of licences granted by NRW relating to the 

St Edeyrns Village development. This monitoring programme has confirmed the presence of 

dormice within W1 and hedgerows H5, H6 and H7.  Dormice are afforded full protection under 
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the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981. Due to the very close proximity of known dormouse 

records it can be assumed that dormouse are highly likely to be present within all hedgerows 

within and adjacent to the site boundary. Depending on the proposals for the site such as the 

loss and retention of hedgerows it is probable that a licence to disturb a protected species 

(Dormouse) from Natural Resources Wales will be required and an appropriate mitigation 

method statement and strategy produced prior to any works on the hedgerow system being 

undertaken.  

  

5.3 Reptiles  
 

The arable fields have limited potential for use by reptiles. The nature of the cropping regime 

is such that it is subject to regular cutting and disturbance and unsuitable for colonisation by 

reptile species. The hedgerows do afford potential refuge, basking and hunting areas for 

common reptiles such as slow worm. The tall herb and woodland area also provide potential 

refuge and feeding areas for reptiles. The overall value of the site to reptiles is perceived to be 

moderate to low. Further survey work will be required in order to ascertain the use being made 

of suitable habitats within the site by reptiles.  

 

5.4 Amphibian 
 
 The wet ditch/watercourse associated is likely to be used periodically by amphibian species in 

particular frogs and toads and where standing water accumulates is suitable for use as a 

breeding site by these species. No other still water bodies are located within the site boundary. 

The terrestrial habitats including the adjacent tall herb, woodland and hedgerows all provide 

potential habitat for feeding and refuge areas for adult toads and frogs. 

 

The absence of suitable water bodies within the site or within a 500m radius of the site means 

that the site is highly unlikely to be of value to rare amphibian species such as great crested 

newt (Triturus cristatus).  

 

Therefore the overall value of the site to amphibian species is considered low with the wet 

ditch/stream being of moderate value at a site level.   

 

5.4 Birds 

 

The hedgerows, scrub and woodland afford excellent feeding opportunities for resident, 

summer migrant and winter migrant species. The site also offers potential nest sites for a wide 

range of bird species including those recorded during the walkover survey such as blackbird 

(Turdus merula), great tit (Parus major), long tailed tit (Aegithalos caudatus), blue tit (Parus 

caeruleus), willow warbler (Phylloscopus trochilus), chaffinch (Fringilla coelebs), wren 

(Troglodytes troglodytes), robin (Erithacus rubecula), song thrush (Turdus philomelos), wood 

pigeon (Columba palumbus), wren (Troglodytes troglodytes), bullfinch (Pyrrhula pyrrhula), 

linnet (Carduelis cannabina), and carrion crow.  
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The arable fields are likely to afford feeding areas for species such as wood pigeon, pheasant 

and red legged partridge as well as providing feeding opportunities for small finches following 

harvesting of the crop. Warblers are also likely to be attracted to the arable fields as nesting 

areas.  

 

The stream corridor affords opportunities for species such as grey wagtail (Motacilla cinerea).  

 

The nature of the site is such that it is unlikely that any WCA schedule 1 species breed within 

the site boundary although the open fields do afford potential feeding areas for owl species 

including potentially barn own (Tyto alba) records for which were found for sites within 1.5km.  

 

A number of the birds observed during the walkover survey and those migrants yet to arrive 

are likely to include some species of Principle Importance for maintaining and enhancing 

Biodiversity in relation to Wales.  

 

5.5 Invertebrates 
 

The hedgerows and trees all have an intrinsic value to a very wide range of common 

invertebrate species affording potential feeding, and breeding areas. The structural diversity of 

these habitats afford excellent habitats for common invertebrate species. The arable fields are 

unlikely to support rare or uncommon species and depending upon the management regime 

may be unsuitable for most invertebrates due to chemical pest control. Field margins are 

uncommon and provide only limited potential for invertebrates although in some areas floristic 

diversity does increase offering some potential nectar gathering opportunities for bees and 

butterfly species. The hedge banks offer potential habitats for beetle species.  

 

The habitats present would suggest that the site is unlikely to support protected, rare or 

endangered invertebrate species. Overall, the site is considered to be of moderate value to 

invertebrates at a site and local level and low at a district level. The mature trees and hedgerows 

are considered to be of high ecological value at a site and local level and moderate at a county 

level.  

 

6 Conclusions 

 

The site is not covered by any National or International designation with regard to its 

importance for wildlife conservation. 

 

No part of the site is covered by a local designation for its value or importance to wildlife, and 

no site of interest to nature conservation (SINC) abuts any part of the site. A total of seven (7) 

SINCS are located within a 1.5-kilometre radius of the site and these include grasslands, 

woodland and water habitats.  
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The data search results show that protected species have been recorded within and in close 

proximity to the site. Dormouse have been confirmed confirmed as present within the 

woodlands W1/W2 and hedgerows along the western and south western  boundary during 

ongoing monitoring as apart of the NRW licence conditions relating to the St Edeyrns 

development (Persimmon Homes). Due to the nature of the hedgerows present it can be 

assumed that the species is also present within hedgerows across the survey area.  

 

The presence of dormouse means that a licence will be required as issued by Natural Resources 

Wales for the disturbance of a European protected species. This will be required before any 

works on the hedgerow system can be undertaken. A supporting mitigation strategy will be 

required outlining the proposed methods by which dormouse and dormouse habitats are 

protected during and after the development of the site. 

 

Extensive young broadleaf planting has been completed adjacent to hedgerows H5 and H6 

(TN9). This lies immediately outside the survey and has direct connectivity to habitats within 

the site. This strategic planting forms part of the dormouse habitat loss mitigation strategy for 

the NRW licensed works within the St Edeyrns Village development.  

 

The data search results indicate that badger are present within the general locality and therefore 

a survey of the site and surrounding area is required in order to identify the use being made of 

the site by badger and to ensure that badger are not negatively impacted on by any future use 

of the site and that all appropriate licences and consents have been obtained. 

 

The hedgerow system has been identified as being of high ecological value. The hedgerow 

system appears to be of some age, with evidence of historic management and the remnants of 

banks visible along some sections. Most of the hedgerows have been identified as species rich 

and have links to the wider countryside providing potentially important wildlife corridors and 

probable dormouse habitat. As such the hedgerows are considered to be one of the most 

ecologically valuable of the habitats and features present within the survey area. Consideration 

should be given to any future access routes into the site and where possible should be designed 

to avoid the most ecologically important sections of hedgerow and assist in retaining as far as 

possible the hedgerow system  

 

The mature trees located within the hedgerow system and some within the broadleaf woodland 

have been provisionally identified as having some potential for use by roosting bats. Further 

work will be required in order to ascertain the importance , if any, of the trees for roosting bats 

No buildings are present within the site and therefore no building bat roosts are present. The 

site does afford potential foraging areas for bats while the hedgerows afford potential 

commuting routes. Activity surveys of the site will be required to ascertain the importance, if 

any, of the site to bat species and identify any roosting sites.  
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The tall herb and hedgerow system provides potential habitat suitable for reptiles and terrestrial 

life stages of common amphibian species. Further survey work will be required to ascertain 

areas of the site, if any, supporting reptile populations.  

 

 The loss of hedgerows, trees and other habitats will lead to the loss of feeding and nesting areas 

for birds. Nesting birds are protected by law. Any clearance work must be undertaken outside 

the bird breeding season March-August or ecological advice sought and areas to be removed 

checked for nesting birds by an ecologist no earlier than 48 hours before removal works 

commence. If nesting birds are found, then works must stop and no works on that area of 

hedgerow/habitat can be undertaken until all chicks have fledged and the nest abandoned.  No 

habitats suitable for use as a breeding site by any WCA Schedule I bird species is present within 

the site. The site does afford potential feeding areas for species such as barn owl.  

 

A number of SINCS are located within 1.5km. It is concluded that the distance between the 

proposed development site and the nearest SINC means that increased activities within these 

areas as a result of any development are likely to be very low and therefore the features of these 

sites are unlikely to be significantly affected by any development.  

 

The nature of the habitats present within the site are such that the possibility that some protected 

species including dormouse, bat species and badger are present within the site is high or 

confirmed. Species specific survey work will be required before a full ecological evaluation of 

the site in relation to such species can be fully ascertained.   

 

7 Recommendations 

 

 

The extended phase I survey identified a number of features and habitats present that may 

support protected, rare or uncommon species or habitats and species that require consideration 

as part of any future planning application. In order that a full understanding of the ecological 

importance of the site can be fully understood further species specific survey work will be 

required along with an assessment of the importance of the hedgerow system. 

 

Details of required surveys and optimal survey period are given in table 2 below.

The ground vegetation will reflect the
naturalness of these woodlands and will frequently feature species which provide clear indication of long and continued woodland cover. They will have been woodland for centuries and
contribute substantially to our natural and cultural heritage.

Restored Ancient Woodland Site
These are woodlands which are predominately broadleaves now and are believed to have been continually wooded for over 400 years. They will have gone through a phase when canopy cover
will have been more than 50% non-native conifer tree species and now have a canopy cover of more than 50% broadleaf. Please note that the information sources do not identify whether
broadleaved trees are site native and therefore an assumption has been made that they are native. The use of the term restored ancient woodland describes woodland which appears using
remote sensing techniques to have returned to a more natural condition.

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1.0 Introduction 
 

Think Urban design has been instructed to prepare a Technical Note in support of a Candidate 

Site (CS) Submission to Cardiff County Council. The CS is in respect of a proposed residential 

development at Bridge Road, Cardiff, CF3 6XJ.  

This report has been prepared on behalf of Persimmon Homes East Wales and is intended to 

support a Candidate Site Stage 1 submission for a residential development as shown in 

Appendix A.  

The purpose of this report is to assess the potential flood risk to the site, to describe the existing 

site and how the development will affect or will be affected by current and future flood risk.  

A site block plan of the proposals is included in Appendix B. The postcode is CF3 6XJ with a 

national grid reference of ST227825. 

2.0 Development Description  
 

The proposed development includes residential development with public open space. All 

vehicular traffic will arrive from and leave the proposed development via the west and through 

the current Persimmon Homes St Edeyrn’s development. The proposed site plan is included in 

Appendix A. 

3.0 Flood Risk 
 

Potential sources of flooding that require investigation are identified within the table below.

According to the indicative online flood map the development is predominately located within 

as Flood Zone A and it is outside any flood zones. The main access and egress is within flood 

zone/DAM zone C2. Any residential development is classified as Highly Vulnerable under 

TAN15. All dwellings will be located in a flood free area and entirely within DAM zone A. The 

main access and egress to site will be within DAM zone C2, however the site benefits from a 

secondary access as proposed and demonstrated within the Constraints and opportunities 

plan Appendix C which is entirely flood free and within DAM zone A. This secondary access 

and egress will be for emergency use and operated in extreme flooding conditions which may 

impact the main access. Furthermore, the main access could be proven to be acceptable for 

use during these extreme flooding conditions, if proven to be inline with the requirements of 

NRW’s hazards data. This will consider flood depth and velocity’s which may be proven to be 

acceptable for use for emergency vehicles.  

The detailed view of the flood map confirms the flood zone as shown on the DAM, refer to 

Figure 1. This is also shown in APPENDIX D. 

 

The TAN 15 Development Advice Map (DAM) confirms the entirety of the site is located within 

Zone A (refer to Figure 1 below) is described as ‘Considered to be at little or no risk of fluvial or 

tidal/coastal flooding’ 

This type of development is defined in TAN 15 as highly vulnerable development. Highly 

vulnerable developments are not subject to the justification test and that there is no need to 

consider flooding further. Therefore, the proposals are considered to be suitable for the area.  

The acceptability criteria set out within Tan 15 are as follows: 

• No increase in flooding elsewhere  
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Figure 1 –TAN 15 Development Advice Map (DAM) 

The development is located approximately 200 east of the River Rhymney.  
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Figure 2 – Indicative Online Flood Map 
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Figure 2a – Indicative Online Flood Map 

The development at this location satisfies the requirement of TAN 15 for the development within 

Zone A (refer to Figure 2 and 2a above). There is no risk of flooding from fluvial sources. WE also 

included the mapping information which currently is in draft format. As it can been seen 

comparing the two flood maps there is no significant difference if any at all.   

Groundwater 

The existing development is 100% permeable, development proposals will increase permeable 

areas and therefore will increase surface water run-off rates. However, this will be dealt as part 

of the drainage strategy which will be in line with the requirements as set out by The Flood and 

Water Management Act 2010 (Schedule 3). The online development advice map confirms the 

development is outside an area of groundwater flooding and considered as an area which 

doesn’t have a history of flooding in the past from groundwater. Surface water from the 

development will be managed onsite via a sufficient drainage scheme. This will require the 

approval of the SuDS Approval Body (SAB) of Cardiff County Council. This is not being 

considered at this stage and as part of this instruction. It is considered that the risk of flooding 

from groundwater is considered negligible.   
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Pluvial  

According to the online indicative flood map, the site is located in an area which is at no risk 

of surface water flooding. Refer to Figure 2 above.  

4.0 Proposed Drainage Strategy 
 

Foul Drainage 

It is proposed that foul water from the development will discharge to the existing DCWW sewers. 

This will require approval from DCWW and a pre-development enquiry will be issued to confirm 

there is adequate capacity within the existing sewer to accommodate any potential 

additional foul flows from the proposed development.  However, it should be noted that only 

the foul flows will be connected into the existing combined sewer or alternatively a foul only 

connection should be made or maintained.  

As above, confirmation from DCWW to determine that sufficient capacity exists for the 

discharge of foul flows from the development to their existing foul system is required and will be 

provided in due course.  

Surface Water Drainage 

Surface water will be discharge in accordance the Flood and Water Management Act 2010 

(Schedule 3) and the hierarchy of discharge options to deal with surface water drainage.  

No soakaway testing has been undertaken at the time of writing this report.  

Approvals will need to be sought after by the local authority and their SAB department in 

addition to the DCWW.  

The existing site is considered a greenfield site and it is proposed for the same discharge rate 

to be maintained. 

Sustainable Drainage Systems Standards 

This development will be delivered in accordance with the Sustainable urban drainage 

Approval Body (SAB). As of January 2019, The Flood and Water Management Act 2010 

(Schedule 3) came into effect. New development comprising more than one dwelling or an 

area exceeding 100 metres squared within Wales will now have to implement Sustainable 

Drainage Systems (SuDS) features to comply with national standards.  

Developments within Wales meeting the criteria described above, require approval from the 

SAB and will need to demonstrate implementation of SuDS measures, maintenance and 

funding to ensure efficient operation for its design life. Justification where necessary should be 

provided where sustainable features are not feasible.  

The principles set out within the Sustainable Drainage Systems Standards for Wales 2018 are as 

follows: 

SuDS schemes should aim to:   
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• manage water on or close to the surface and as close to the source of the runoff as 

possible;   

• treat rainfall as a valuable natural resource;  

• ensure pollution is prevented at source, rather than relying on the drainage system to treat 

or intercept it;  

• manage rainfall to help protect people from increased flood risk, and the environment 

from morphological and associated ecological damage resulting from changes in flow 

rates, patterns and sediment movement caused by the development;     

• take account of likely future pressures on flood risk, the environment and water resources 

such as climate change and urban creep;  

• use the SuDS Management Train, using drainage components in series across a site to 

achieve a robust surface water management system (rather than using a single “end of 

pipe” feature, such as a pond, to serve the whole development);  

• maximise the delivery of benefits for amenity and biodiversity;  

• seek to make the best use of available land through multifunctional usage of public spaces 

and the public realm;   

• perform safely, reliably and effectively over the design life of the development  

• taking into account the need for reasonable levels of maintenance;   

• avoid the need for pumping where possible; and  

• be affordable, taking into account both construction and long-term maintenance costs 

and the additional environmental and social benefits afforded by the system.  

 

In addition, applications should be accompanied by proposals for a maintenance plan and 

the means of funding for the scheme for its design life.   

Applicants seeking SAB Approval must demonstrate how they have complied with these 

principles or provide justification for any departure. 

We have been advised that this development will not require a SAB.  

 

Pollution Control and Water Quality 

In keeping with S3 of the Sustainable Drainage Systems Standards for Wales 2018 and the 

principles above, consideration must be given to pollution control of surface water run-off. This 

will be considered further at detailed design stage.  

It is proposed that the SuDS train will be implemented at the site to prevent. Potential measures 

include planting, permeable paving and oil interceptors in areas to help improve quality of 

surface water effluent.  

The first 5mm of rainfall carries most of the pollution, such as silt and oil from road runoff, and is 

often known as the ‘first flush’. The proposed rain garden system has been designed to capture 

and treat the ‘first flush’ runoff. Surface water from the site will receive adequate treatment 

before final discharging to the combined sewers. Surface water from roofed areas will first 

discharge into rain garden and then into pervious paving for attenuation before reaching the 

culvert.  

Surface water from internal roads and car perking areas which are at higher risk of pollution will 

receive initial treatment from rain garden and secondary treatment from permeable paving 

areas.  
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As part of the SAB process, following detailed design of proposed attenuation features a SuDS 

Management plan will be issued to assess the maintenance and operation of SuDS through its 

design life. 

 

5.0 Conclusion 
 

All potential sources of flood risk at the application site have been assessed, and the risks of 

flooding occurring have all been assessed as low. The main access and egress of the 

development has been considered and although it is within the flood plain an alternative 

access and egress has been proposed which at times of extreme flooding emergency vehicle 

could use. The extent of roads east of the site that emergency vehicles would use are also free 

from flood risk, In assessing the flood risk, the impacts of climate change will be considered for 

the lifetime of the proposed development in due course but these are likely to be considered 

to be acceptable since consideration of climate change has been made within the flood 

maps.  

It is therefore considered that in terms of flooding and drainage the site meets all the criteria 

for a candidate site stage 1 submission.
